Sustainable Homes Rochester (SHR) is a NYSERDA-funded community campaign
designed to encourage residents to install clean heating and cooling technologies 
and improve the efficiency of their homes. SHR is a partnership between the City of 

Rochester, PathStone and the Rochester People’s Climate Coalition.

What are clean heating and cooling (CH&C) technologies?  
CH&C technologies include air-source heat pumps, ground-source heat pumps,  

and heat pump hot water heaters. These highly efficient technologies run on electricity, 
which can be generated from renewable sources. SHR also encourages residents to 

prioritize insulation and air-sealing.
