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Appendix 6:  New York State Best Practices – Public Nuisance Abatement

In order to define nuisance abatement best practices, the New York Conference of Mayors was 
consulted along with Pace University Law School and Touro College Law School.  Of particular value was 
the data base of best practices at Rutgers University’s Graduate School of Public Affairs and 
Administration. From there nine New York municipalities of various sizes were selected for an 
examination of their nuisance abatement programs which in turn were narrowed to four for site visits 
and interviews: City of Yonkers, City of Kingston, City of Beacon and the Village of Freeport. Although 
the City of Yonkers is of comparable size to the City of Rochester, it was concluded that, apart from 
scale, size would not necessarily be of value in researching best practices. In the course of examining the 
City of Kingston, it was revealed that they were in the early stages of using technology in their program 
to improve efficiency and communication. Research was then conducted to determine what technology 
other New York municipalizes might be using in their programs. Following conversations with additional 
municipalities and software vendors it was concluded that the Village of Freeport may be the most 
advanced in New York and therefore added to those to be interviewed. (The Village of Freeport is part of 
the Town of Hempstead, the largest New York State municipality outside of the City of New York.)

Program Title:  Public Nuisance Abatement Law 
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Synopsis:  The law created a point system which established that, if a premises violated any of the 16 
provisions from separate incidents where 12 or more points are accumulated within a period of six 
months, or 18 or more points are accumulated with a period of 12 months, a public nuisance will exist. 
The Police Commissioner, after notice and an opportunity for a hearing, is authorized to order the 
discontinuance of nuisance activities or close the premises. Prior to the issuance of an order, the Police 
Commissioner shall give notice and an opportunity for a hearing to the owner. The Commissioner must 
specify the activity creating the nuisance, provide 30 days for the elimination of the nuisance and inform 
the owner of his right to a hearing. No sooner than five days after the issuance of an order the Police 
Department is authorized to enforce the order and, where the premises are closed, the closing shall be 
for no more than one year and a penalty may be affixed of up to $5,000. 
The program is highly centralized in the Commissioner’s office and operates with a Central Command 
Review which selects the top 10 locations each month to focus on. Weekly meetings are held in the 
Commissioner’s office and a COMSTAT type approach is utilized to guide them in the placement of 
resources. In cooperation with the City’s Department of Public Works, they have a Quality of Life Mobile 
Unit that deals with over grown weeds and similar violations.

Program Title:  Nuisance Law 
Synopsis:  Of interest is the City’s Block by Block Program which takes place two or three times a year 
where notice is given several weeks in advance to a section of the City that all properties will be 
inspected. This is done in cooperation with Fire Department, Building Safety Department, Department of 
Public Works and the Health Department. They have found that rather than sweeps or surprise 
inspections, prior notice is more effective. With notice most property owners will correct violations in 
advance and neighbor peer pressure encourages those less willing to correct problems.  Not unlike other 
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municipalities, violations are handled with a notice to the owner and, if no action is taken to correct 
within 30 days a $1,000 fine is assessed and if another 30 days passes there is no response another 
$1,000 is assessed and turned over to Corporate Counsel. 
By City ordinance all absentee landlords must register a local person as overseeing the property. 
The Fire Department and Building Safety Department see the value in technology as a means to greater 
efficiency, control and communication between departments and has purchased software (Municity) 
not only for the use by the Assessor’s Office, but for its nuisance abatement program. Tablets are now in 
use whereby Building and Department of Public Works Inspectors on site can download violations to the 
office in real time.

Program Title:  Peace and Good Order Ordinance 
Synopsis:  Although Freeport does not operate a point system it has extensive ordinances regarding 
whatever can be determined to be a “Nuisance”. Most of the nuisance ordinances fall under Chapter 
155 Peace and Good Order which includes places of public assembly, disorderly conduct, public 
intoxication, lewdness, missiles, discarded refrigerators, restrictions on alcoholic beverages, noise 
control, graffiti, shopping carts, panhandling, etc.  
Freeport’s in house IT coordinator gave an in depth demonstration of the system they use to track 
violations of all kinds by property parcel numbers. Although primarily operated by the Building 
Department, the software (Municity) is shared with the Clerk, Fire Department, Treasurer and Police 
Department. All violations are entered into the system together with documentation and notes. An 
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inspector using a tablet at the site of the violation enters it, photographs it and makes whatever notes 
necessary. Using a Blue Tooth printer, a notice could be printed out at the same time. Although the 
Police Department has access to the system, presently the Building Department or Clerk’s office will take 
police reports and enter the information into the system. The system schedules follow-up and with the 
use of analytics can, among many other things, easily point to problem areas and where to focus 
resources.

A Nuisance Watch List has been created and with a parcel beginning to 
accumulate points, the owner is brought in to meet with them. Meetings with property owners take 
place in the Police Chief’s office with concept that it conveys a seriousness if not some intimidation. 
All owners of property who reside 15 miles or more outside the City must provide the City with a 
managing agent who resides in the City. All vacant buildings must be registered with the City which 
requires a fee that escalates every six months. In addition, there is an Application Processing Restriction 
whereby the owner of a property that has a violation which has not been remedied may not transact 
any business with the City. For example, this would not allow an owner to get a building permit, 
variance, pool permit, etc. for any property in his or her ownership.  
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Conclusion 
The City of Rochester could benefit from a number of the best practices gleaned from the examination 
of the four above municipalities. 

 It is recognized that Rochester has made an effort with the use of technology to manage its 
program through the building information system which is tied to the assessment process and 
parcel numbers. However, a more comprehensive inter-department effort with the use of more 
current software would lead to substantial efficiencies, greater communication and analytics 
pointing to optimum use of resources and reporting and monitoring systems.

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    NATIONWIDE BEST PRACTICES  CHRONIC PUBLIC NUISANCE ABATEMENT  INTRODUCTION  The research conducted for this report began with a review of available literature noting or summarizing best-practice chronic nuisance abatement in municipalities across the nation. Source material included studies, reports, and manuals from law schools, foundations, municipal leagues, community partnerships, and the United States Department of Justice. From the survey research, general best practices were identified and particular municipalities were targeted for follow up under general best practice categories. Cities of all population sizes nationwide were identified and analyzed to present to the City of Rochester a scan of nationwide chronic nuisance abatement best practices. However, only nine cities are detailed in this section with accompanying summaries of interviews of officials from eight of the nine communities. The nine selected cities have populations less than 700,000; however, the general principles that are set forth in this section are derived from all the cities reviewed, regardless of population. Madison utilizes a unique point system that is based on the number of calls for police services in 
a specified amount of time. The following are the criteria needed for properties in Madison to be 
deemed a “Chronic Nuisance Premises”, as stated in the Chronic Nuisance Premises ordinance: 

1. It is a Premises which has generated three (3) or more calls for police services that have 
resulted in enforcement Action for Nuisance Activates on three (3) separate days within a 
ninety (90) day period. Three (3) or more calls for Police services resulting in 
enforcement Action for Nuisance Activates includes Enforcement Action taken against 
any person associated with the Premises while at or within two hundred (200) feet of the 
Premises for a Nuisance Activity; and/or has generated a number of cases from the 
Building Inspection Department for Nuisance Activates from separate inspections 
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occurring with a one (1) year period, with such calls resulting in Enforcement Action 
based on the following:  

a. Five (5) cases with one resulting in enforcement Action, or  
b. Four (4) cases with two resulting in enforcement action, or  
c. Three (3) cases all resulting in enforcement action; or  

2. Is a Premises for which a Dane County Court of law has determined that, pursuant to a 
search warrant request, probable cause exists that manufacture, distribution or delivery of 
a controlled substance has occurred on or in association with the Premises with thirty (30) 
days prior to the date of the search warrant application; or  

3. Is a Premises which has had one (1) Enforcement Action associated with the Premises 
resulting from the manufacture, delivery or distribution of a controlled substance(s) as 
defined in Chapter 961of the Wisconsin Statutes.  

 Interview: An interview with the Director of Building Inspections and Enforcement for the City of Madison revealed that once enforcement actions under the Chronic Nuisance Abatement Ordinance are commenced, corrective behavior begins quickly. A team approach with the Madison Police department and the City Attorney, and sometimes with a Neighborhood Resource Team, is very effective. In addition, stepped-up fines are levied against both the premises and the owner/landlord providing an effective incentive for quick compliance. Software called ACCELA is shared for nuisance actions and is utilized by many disciplines. The police use a different form of software; however, information is shared across the disciplines. Actions under the ordinance are commenced in three ways: 
● Complaints 
● Hotspots 
● Consistent review of targeted areas needing attention Also, challenged areas are focused on and subject to stepped-up enforcement. The Director described Madison’s chronic nuisance abatement activities as a direct approach engaged in by a cross-disciplinary team.  In addition, the Police Department and the Building Department act in a cooperative manner. The Director summed up the program as very successful. It also appears that the interdisciplinary team acts as a centralized system for nuisance abatement.   Sacramento, California Population 480,000 Mayor, Council Form of Government – City Manager Contact: Carl Simpson, Housing Enforcement Chief, 916-264-5011 “Justice For Neighbors” Program  Sacramento created a multidisciplinary Nuisance Response Team in the 1990s for the purpose of addressing the criminal and noncriminal issues that were present along a high-crime corridor. These problems included prostitution, crime generating budget motel, drug 
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use and trafficking, and a medley of other quality of life problems for the city. The Nuisance Response Team was composed of officials from the sheriff’s department and code enforcement department, as well as a half-time community prosecutor. Additionally, participating governmental entities adopted a tax increment financing district which reinvested any increase in property tax revenue back into the neighborhood and initiated a broad range of problem oriented policing, code, and community development strategies in the area.  A cost-benefit analysis of the Sacramento Nuisance Abatement Program revealed that the program had resulted in an overall long-term cost savings for the city. Furthermore, crime rates dropped by 36 percent, prostitution had virtually been eliminated, tax revenue from local businesses increased, and code violations had decreased by 85 percent. Afterwards, other cities containing high crime areas at the time began to initiate nuisance response teams.  Interview:  According to Carl Simpson, the Code and Housing Enforcement Chief for the City of Sacramento Code Enforcement Division, the current system for public nuisance abatement is the new Justice for Neighbors program, which abates both physical and social nuisances through an interdisciplinary team that relies heavily on interdepartmental communication. These departments include the police department, fire department, environmental department, code enforcement, and the City Attorney’s office. A key focus of this program is not just communicating important information, but ensuring that the team members know specifically where each department’s jurisdiction begins and ends to most effectively respond to feedback. Additionally, the strategic collaboration between departments creates the opportunity for more creative problem solving, in which novel solutions are found because of the variety of unique perspectives available to the centralized decision-making body at the Code Enforcement Division.  As the effects of the housing crisis wane, the city faces new challenges as the number of rental units has increased and external investment dollars are pouring into traditionally single-family residences. In light of this, the primary means of ensuring uniform enforcement is by focusing on the pocketbook. The primary tool used to abate nuisances is litigation and the threat of litigation in the most extreme cases and providing landlords the tools to become better landlords in the vast majority of cases. These tools include: Tenant screening classes, training and guidance with regard to building and land maintenance, and pairing with local property management firms to help them build a better business model.  In terms of bars and minimarts, the business license is conditioned upon certain criteria. For example, a minimart must also sell fruits, vegetables, or milk if they want to sell hard liquor. This ensures that the proprietor is also providing a wholesome benefit to the community. Another important condition is the limitation of single sales, these are alcoholic beverages sold individually and usually are around 375 ml.  Studies have shown there is a connection between the sale of the single sales and increased social and physical nuisances. This limitation has seen an overall reduction in neighborhoods with the limitation on the sale of singles as opposed to neighborhoods where singles are regularly sold. As far as enforcement, the conditions on licenses become an avenue for the code 
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enforcement to pursue and abate nuisances at these locations. If a business fails to comply with the conditions in their particular license, they can be fined, foreclosed upon, and have their license revoked.  The Justice of Neighbors program is made up of only 2-3 lawyers, 4-5 police officers, and 3 staff members. This hyper-efficient model has seen a great improvement in the overall quality of life for Sacramento’s citizens with minimal resources. This success can be traced directly to interdepartmental and community communication and cooperation.   Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania Population 305,841 Mayor/Council form of Government – Strong Mayor Contact: Lt. Roth, Pittsburgh Police Department, 412-323-7800 Nuisance Bar Task Force  Pittsburgh has set up a Nuisance Bar Task Force (NBTF) to deal with nuisance bar issues in the 
city. Each month representatives (Police Department, Health Department, Liquor Control Board, 
etc.) meet to review complaints and make changes to the nuisance list. Complaints are forwarded 
to the proper agency that can deal with the complaint most effectively. Their goal is to bring 
properties into compliance, but if they cannot they seek to close the property. If they are 
successful at closing a property, the property will be closed for 1 year. One downfall is that they 
expect the process to take time because they need to monitor the property and gather 
information. Only after that has been done can they pursue a lawsuit. Citizens can also call in 
and complain. The complaints are reviewed by detectives and then forwarded to the proper 
agency, but all complaints are investigated. However, if citizens want the property to become a 
nuisance property, then those who live within 500 feet from the bar must testify that the bar is a 
nuisance to the community. So far, the NBTF has been successful in closing down more than 26 
nuisance bars. 
 Interview:   An interview with Lt. Roth at the Pittsburgh Police Department explained the diverse connections implemented for the Nuisance Bar Task Force. The process works mostly by complaints. The people in the neighborhoods deem a bar a nuisance and file complaints to the police. From there, the police do a follow up to make sure there are no serious issues going on at the bar. If complaints continue, and a bar receives a lot of complaints, then it can be deemed a nuisance. Police focus on hotspots if they are receiving a large amount of complaints from the same bar, but also do routine inspections on bars through the Liquor Control Enforcement. Usually, police will forward the case to the Liquor Control Enforcement, who will meet with the owner to make suggestions on how to fix the problems that are associated with the bar. The Liquor Control Enforcement makes the final decision of whether to pursue action against a property. The goal is to get the bars back into compliance rather than having to shut them down. Generally, the owners will receive a conditional licensing agreement. After that, if issues still persist, other departments such as, Building Inspection and the Fire Department, can do compliance checks, which if violations are found could close the property. From these, agreements will be worked out through the 
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court process. For the most part, property owners are the ones who are targeted for nuisance issues, but sometimes both the owner and the property are targeted, depending on the types of issues the bar is having. As well, he mentioned that the police work as coordinators for the Liquor Control Enforcement, so they don’t have any type of software system to keep track of nuisance properties.   Portland, Oregon Population 583,776 Commission Form of Government Contact: Ellen Osoinach, Deputy City Attorney, 503-823 4047 (Interview not established)  Portland uses a “Chronic Nuisance Property” ordinance to deal with nuisance issues. You are 
classified as a potential chronic nuisance when you have 3 or more nuisance reports for your 
property within 30 days. From there, the Chief of Police reviews the report individually and, if 
applicable, sends a notice to the property owner. They are required to respond, but if they do not, 
the notice is forwarded to the Commissioner in Charge, who approves the City Attorney to 
commence legal action. If they are successful in court, the property can be closed for no less than 
6 months, but no longer than 1 year. As well, fines can be issued and properties can be physically 
secured by the city. So far, letters have proven to be incredibly effective, with most owners 
coming into compliance soon after receiving a letter. Only 4 lawsuits have ever been pursued 
since the program was started.  
 Columbia, South Carolina Population 129,272 Council/Manager Form of Government Contact: David Hatcher, Housing Official, Columbia Police Department, 803-545-3444  Columbia utilizes a point system for rental properties. Landlords are required to purchase a Landlord Permit and renew it every year for $25. The application for a rental permit must include the owner's name, address, and telephone number, the residential rental unit address, the name of the person, firm, or corporation located within a 45-mile radius of the City of Columbia responsible for the care and maintenance of the building and additional information as outlined on the application for rental housing. The permit is granted once an inspection of the property has been conducted and the property complies with the minimal code. Columbia utilizes a unique point system outlined below: a. First Offense — One point will be assessed for the first occurrence of citation, violation or offense. b. Second Offense — Two points will be assessed for a second occurrence of the same Citation, violation or offense within the same permit year. c. Third Offense or Each Offense Thereafter — Five points will be assessed for a third occurrence and each occurrence thereafter of the same citation, violation or offense within the same permit year. 
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d. Serious Offense — Ten points will be assessed for any serious violation or offense that could result in serious bodily injury or death to occupants as determined by the Chief of Police. (I) Single-household dwellings and townhouses. Violations that occur anywhere on the premises shall apply to the permitted dwelling unit. (2) Multi-unit structures. 1. Violations that occur within an individual unit shall apply to that unit.  2. Violations occurring outside of the units shall be assigned to the unit responsible as determined by the investigating party for the offense.  3. Violations committed by the property owner and/or Responsible Local Representative shall be assigned to all units. Fines begin once 5 points have been accumulated and a $100 fine is given for every point assessed. There is a 15 point maximum and then a permit can be revoked. After points are assessed on a landlord permit for a unit, the Police Chief or designee will send a written warning to the owner or agent and a copy will go to the property. The city also utilizes a Remediation Plan and whenever points are assessed to a permit, the responsible party may establish a remediation plan with the City that outlines actions to be taken to remedy the violation of City Ordinances. The plan must be approved by the Police Chief or his designee and include a timeline for implementation. Once the remediation plan is approved, the points against the permit will be suspended during the term of the remediation. When the remediation is completed successfully as agreed, the points assessed prior to remediation will be removed. If the permit holder fails to adhere to the remediation plan, it will be withdrawn by the City and the points will be re-assessed.  Interview: An interview was conducted with David Hatcher, a Housing Official within the Columbia Police Department. Columbia has an Absentee Landlord Regulation Program that was recently amended and will go into effect July 1st 2016, now requiring the purchase of permit and yearly renewals. This ordinance applies to rental properties and is enforced by the police department and the housing officials. Reporting is completed by the police department which is the central location of the program. Recently the city amended the ordinance now requiring landlords to purchase Rental Permits and renew them every year. Residents are able to report violations online through the police department’s website and request follow up inspections. Requiring local agents has been helpful in controlling the violations and in holding the owner’s accountable. A remediation plan system is used and can take points off of a permit and has been successful and a good incentive for landlords to remedy problems on their properties such as eviction of tenants. Overall the Housing Officer said that their efforts were successful.    State College, Pennsylvania Population 41,757 Council/Manager Form of Government 
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Contact: Tony Lopinski, Health and Neighborhood Services, Ordinance Enforcement, 814-234-7109 NEAT (Neighborhood Enforcement Alcohol Team)  Violations at a property are tracked for a rolling 12-month period. Each violation that occurs is assigned a point value from 1 to 3. Maximum number of points that can accumulate against a property in a 24-hour period is 3. When 5 or more points accumulate, a notice of violation is sent to the property owner. A correction plan is requested in the notice and the property owner also has the option to request an informal meeting with the Director of the Planning Department. When 10 or more points accumulate, a permit suspension notice is sent and the permit suspension process is initiated. Violations resulting from property owner/manager/tenant requests for assistance will NOT count against the property. Property owners are encouraged to self-report violations of Borough laws and ordinances perpetrated by their tenants. First suspension - 6 months, second and subsequent suspensions - 1 year. Permit suspension commences on 1st day following expiration of current lease(s) provided lease isn't longer than 1 year. If lease is longer than 1 year or there is no lease, then permit suspension begins on the 1st day following the annual permit renewal date. If more points accumulate at a property during a suspension, the suspension may be extended for up to an additional year. There is an appeal process that must be initiated within 15 days of notice. First level of appeal: Borough Manager, second level of appeal: Rental Housing Revocation Board, final level of appeal: Court of Common Pleas.  NEAT Neighborhood Enforcement Alcohol Team The NEAT program, piloted in 2010, involves two State College police officers and two Penn State officers permanently assigned to two heavily student populated neighborhoods on Thursday, Friday, and Saturday nights to focus on nuisance crimes such as noise, criminal mischief, public urination, furnishing alcohol to minors, underage drinking, public drunkenness, and open container violations. NEAT is designed as a highly visible, proactive, assertive, and consistent enforcement program in an effort to improve the quality of life in the assigned neighborhood. NEAT also conducts pre-party contacts during the early evening hours and works in conjunction with the Neighborhood Safety Enhancement Program (NSEP) student auxiliary staff and with the joint the State College Police Department/Penn State University Police Department Source Investigation Program (SIP) when they are assigned.  Interview: An interview was conducted with Tony Lopinski, Ordinance Enforcement Officer, Health and Neighborhood Services Division. The Police Department maintains the reporting system while the other departments send their information into the police department and a clerk logs all of the information. Only the police department has access to the reports. State College provides the community with information regarding the property violations. Every Wednesday by 3pm a summary report of every violation is posted and kept on the website for the entirety of the week. The police department work mostly on a complaint 
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basis while the Planning Department targets hotspots and regularly surveys the neighborhoods. He spoke to the success of the program and enforcement of fines on every violation to discourage further violations. Also adding that their program works well when tenants are unhappy with landlords and vice versa but ultimately the landlord is responsible. Another interview was conducted with Office Aston of the State College Police Department to discuss the NEAT program. The program has been very successful in working with the students of Penn State and the landlords in the area. This team is specifically focused on alcohol violations in student neighborhoods but when writing citations they are able to write up any violations of the ordinance. Using this specific team has been a great tactic to patrol and control the neighborhoods. Also landlords and alumni of fraternities have gotten much more involved in controlling the properties to keep tenants.      Springfield, Massachusetts Population 165,000 Strong Mayor Form of Government Contact: Kathleen Brown, Citizen Liaison 413-787-6302 Good Neighbor Handbook Program  The city of Springfield Massachusetts initiated a program called the Good Neighbor Handbook, which points out ordinances and other laws dealing with quality of life issues in the City of Springfield. Its purpose is to serve as an invaluable tool to police, neighborhood groups, business associations and concerned citizens.  Interview:  After speaking to the Contact Citizen Liaison of the Springfield, MA police department, Kathleen Brown, it appears that the Good Neighbor Handbook Program has been effective in addressing the quality of life issues that had been plaguing the City.  The good neighbor handbook program began in 1995 and summarizes the ordinances that address the quality of life issues in Springfield, so that the general public could have access to information that would enable them to take action against such issues. In addition to the handbook, and after almost a hundred layoffs in the police department, an Ordinance Squad was created and included nine officers and one supervisor for the purpose of a more efficient enforcement of the handbook. Each of the nine officers chosen are responsible for routine checks and ticketing in particular geographic areas in the city. The squad of Ordinance officers also work closely with the various departments in the city, such as Inspection Services, Code Enforcement of Housing and Buildings, Law Department, and the Health Department. Weekly meetings are held in private and include the lieutenants, the Chief of police, the Deputy Chief, Captains, and the nine Ordinance Officers. Monthly community meetings are also held, where residents can interact with the various city departments and discuss ways to solve current or future quality of life problems. These community meetings are said to be a critical part in nuisance abatement, as they promote cooperation between residents and the police department. Another facet in the program is that is utilizes a 311 
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call system which deals with nonemergency calls; when calls regarding the ordinances in the handbook are made, the residents are connected with the Ordinance Squad, who then handle it from there. Kathleen Brown said that the city is quite satisfied with the program.   Seattle, WA Population 662,400 Mayor/Council Form of Government-Strong Mayor Contact Brendan Brophy, North Precinct Liaison Attorney, 206-684-7765 Chronic Nuisance Ordinance Abatement Program   Seattle uses a similar ordinance as Portland, “Chronic Nuisance Property”. Differently, this 
penalizes a property owner just for allowing clientele that brings crime into the neighborhood 
onto their property. It is a much more strict policy than just using safety violations to try and shut 
a nuisance property down, as they had tried, but not succeeded, in the past. The city can revoke 
licenses and shut down businesses entirely just for affiliation with crime. To be considered a 
chronic nuisance you must have 3 or more reports in 60 days or 7 or more reports in 12 months. 
For legal action, the property must have all the problems well documented and declared as a 
chronic nuisance by the Chief of Police. In all cases they try to work with property owners to 
resolve the issues, but if the owners are not willing they can be fined, or have their licenses 
suspended or revoked. 
 Interview:  The Chronic Nuisance Properties ordinance in Seattle was enacted by the Mayor on December 3, 2009. According to the North Precinct Liaison Attorney of Seattle, WA, Brendan Brophy, the ordinance was created to address the major nuisance problems on a motel stretch, particularly drugs, prostitution, and some gang related activities.  Domestic violence in the city was also an issue that influenced the decision to create the ordinance. Violations are against the property and carry over to owners, but actions are taken against the property owner, such as license revocation, fines, or completely shutting down the property. After a property is declared a chronic nuisance, what de facto ends up happening is the property owner either shuts down his property to avoid hassle or cooperates with the city to solve their nuisance problems. According to Mr. Brophy, owners sometimes change their business operations. For example, one property owner changed his motel business into a marijuana dispensary, due to constant nuisance issues his hotel business was having. Three (3) calls for police services in two months, or seven (7) calls for police services in one year, are the criteria for what constitutes a nuisance. However, in an effort to promote cooperation with city officials, calls made by property owners are not typically counted. A joint enforcement team is utilized to make recommendations for the most desirable course of action to address problem properties. The team consists of all precinct liaisons, two police officers, finance and administration services dept., the Seattle Constructions and Inspections dept., fire department officials, and a representative from the Mayor’s office. The team does not necessarily have to address nuisance properties through the chronic nuisance ordinance. Because the team works with various other departments, going after a mini mart or bar’s liquor license, for instance, is also a possible, 
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and sometimes more effective, route to take. In this instance the team would coordinate with the City’s Liquor and Cannabis Board. Although Mr. Brohy admits that the process is slow, it is nonetheless an effective form of attacking nuisances, particularly those relating to drugs, prostitution, domestic violence and gangs. Moreover, the enforcement of the ordinance is complaint based, so there is a tendency to focus on hotspots, where such issues are prevalent, but there is an effort underway to start focusing on statistics to enforce certain areas. No software has been created for the public in regards to high nuisance areas.   Wilmington, DE  Population 70,851 Mayor/Council form of Government-Strong Mayor Contact: Anthony Dinardo, City Nuisance Administrator, 302-5766-2174  Wilmington has a similar system to Rochester, in which they use points to determine nuisance properties. A property becomes a nuisance when there are 12 points within a consecutive six month period, or 18 or more points in 12 consecutive months. Each property is only assigned points if it requires police action, and includes values such as six points, four points, three points, and one-point violations. The violations follow closely to Rochester in terms of their nature and the amount of points received for certain types of violations. Once a property meets the threshold and is classified as a nuisance, the Commissioner of the Department of Licenses and Inspections can then take actions, such as revoking a license or closing the property. First a letter is sent to the property owner, and from there, the property owner can show that the nuisance has been abated and the Commissioner can stop the closure of the property. If this does not occur, the Commissioner continues with the order for closure. If the property owner refuses to comply with this, fines can be issued. The results of the program have been positive thus far, with most property owners cooperating, and only two lawsuits filed since 2014.  Interview: City Nuisance Administrator, Anthony Dinardo, was interviewed. His position is located in the Law Department, although he is not an attorney. He coordinates all chronic nuisance abatement activities with local and state departments and agencies, including the Attorney General for alcoholic beverage-licensed premises. He also gathers historical information on a problem property using licensing and inspection software and procures relevant information from the police department as necessary. If a property acquires six points it is “red flagged,” and a notice is sent to the property owner/landlord. The process is also complaint-driven. Wilmington also has a monthly meeting of an interdisciplinary nuisance team that serves as the final authority on decisions regarding residential, mini-mart, and alcoholic-licenses businesses. Remedies include:  Nuisance abatement agreements; 
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 Criminal summons process for property owners; 
 Temporary 30-60 day closings and suspensions for business and rental  licenses; 
 City-wide suspensions for landlords/owners setting up properties in separate legal entities; and 
 Stepped up fines from $250 to $2,500 to $5,000. 

 Mr. Dinardo also reports that much community education has been provided on how to report a public nuisance. Further communication is ongoing with the court system regarding the nuisance abatement program.   SUMMARY OF BEST PRACTICES NATIONWIDE  As a result of the initial review and analysis of cities nationwide, the follow-up analysis of certain cities, and interviews with local officials, the following summary statements can be made regarding best practices utilized, in whole or in part, by cities nationwide.  Best practices include:  
● The use of interdisciplinary teams, including neighborhood and community members, and cross-communication; 
● Common or shared software and databases and other reporting mechanisms such as websites listing public nuisance properties; 
● Centralized decision-making at the team, City Attorney, or building/neighborhood official levels; 
● Consistent and uniform enforcement of the ordinance or regulations; 
● Penalties applied to both the property and the individual owner or landlord; 
● Business, rental, conditional use, or alcohol license revocation procedures, as applicable; 
● Timely and swift application of the ordinance when a chronic nuisance property is identified; 
● Stepped-up fines against both the uncooperative owner/landlord and the property beginning with an initial demand-for-conference letter; 
● Police and building official joint and cooperative efforts during “hotspot” or complaint-driven activities; 
● Stepped-up enforcement in targeted public-nuisance-challenged areas; 
● “Good Neighbor” agreements, handbooks, and education, or other cooperative arrangements with neighborhood organizations, including as they relate to nuisance bars and other alcoholic beverage licensed premises; 
● Pro-active bar owner and staff training, including best practice education for alcohol-licensed premises personnel; cooperative practices with the police department, and if applicable, “soft closings” and street reconfiguration.  
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 SUMMARY OF BEST PRACTICES IN THE SELECTED CITIES AND APPLICATION TO ROCHESTER  Significant features, or common threads, within the nine cities selected and summarized in this report include a team or interdisciplinary approach to chronic nuisance abatement activities. In all cases a central authority exists in some form. Swift enforcement activities with the potential of significant penalties for the property/landlord usually result in voluntary remediation. Lastly, community and neighborhood engagement and public education, including “good neighbor agreements”, provide a proactive approach in dealing with nuisance activities. These main features of the programs existing in the selected cities, and the nationwide best practices identified above, if implemented in Rochester, will address the issues raised by the community as described in Section 3.2.
