Re: Firefighters’ Insurance Fund

Transmitted herewith for your approval is legislation authorizing expenditures from the
Firefighters’ Insurance Fund (“Two Percent Fund”) as per the Settlement Agreement between the
Rochester Firefighters, Inc., Local 1071, IAFF, AFL-CIO and the City of Rochester dated August
7, 2012, The legislation will:

1. Appropriate a total of $72,000 from the Firefighters Insurance Fund at the request of the
Rochester Firefighters Two Percent Committee (“TPC”) to benefit City firefighters.

The firefighters’ Insurance Fund is the City Fund established to collect and distribute monies
received from the State pursuant to Sections 9104 and 9105 of the Insurance Law, and is under
the custody of the City Treasurer.

Ordinance No. 2012-313 authorized the settlement agreement resulting from litigation brought by
Rochester Firefighters Local 1071. These funds must be used in a manner that is consistent with
the Court Order and with the provisions of Insurance Law Sections 9104 and 9105. Fund
expenditures must be for the benefit of firefighters as provided in statutory law, case law,
administrative rules and regulations, and the New York State Comptroller’s Opinions.

In accordance with the Settlement Agreement the firefighters have formed a not-for-profit
corporation named the Rochester Firefighters Two Percent Committee (“T'PC”) to be the
firefighters’ representative for purposes of the Fund. Items to be paid from the Fund may be
nominated by the firefighters or by the City.

The proposed appropriation will allow the TPC to purchase work boots for uniform members
using a prior year allocation of Two Percent Funds for the benefit of City firefighters.

Transmitted herewith for your approval is legislation authorizing a second amendatory
agreement with Morrison & Foerster, New York, NY (partner: Carrie Cohen) for provision of
conflict counsel in the context of the independent investigation being conducted by Emery, Celli,
Brinkerhoff, Abady, Ward & Maazel LLP (“Emery Celli”) pursuant to Ordinance 2020-283(“Celli
Investigation”). The amendment would increase the maximum compensation payable by $15,000,
which will be funded from the 2020-2021 Budget of Undistributed Expenses.

The Celli Investigation focused on the City’s communications, processes, and procedures that took
place related to the death of Daniel Prude in police custody. Typically, pursuant to Article 9 of
the City Charter, the Corporation Counsel attends to all the legal business of the City, and would,
through the Law Department, work in concert with Emery, Celli to represent the City and its
employees in the context of the independent investigation. Here, however, the Corporation
Counsel has determined that a conflict exists due to the fact that the Law Department is
defending the City against a lawsuit brought by the Prude Estate, and because of the Corporation
Counsel’s role under the City Code as FOIL Appeals Officer.

The Law Department, therefore, retained Morrison & Foerster to act as outside conflict counsel in
relation to the Celli Investigation. The Law Department’s initial PSA with Morrison & Foerster
was limited to $10,000 and engaged the firm for the limited purposes of negotiating with Emery,
Celli concerning the scope of the investigation, the procedures to be employed during the
investigation, and the manner in which testimony would be taken. The PSA was thereafter
amended to incorporate a second phase of representation which included document review and
production and representation of witnesses during depositions. To compensate Morrison &
Foerster for this additional Phase II work, the fee payable was increased by $75,000 in October of
2020 by Ord. No. 2020-307.

The Law Department now seeks to amend the PSA a second time, to increase the fee by a final
$15,000 as compensation for a third phase of representation which involved negotiations with
Emery Celli related to privilege issues and negotiations concerning the final report of the Celli
Investigation and any response thereto.

City
records have been checked to ensure that purchasers (except those buying unbuildable vacant
lots) do not own other properties with code violations or delinquent taxes, and have not been in
contempt of court or fined as a result of an appearance ticket during the past five years.

The first and second properties, 492-498 Lyell Avenue and 490-490.5 Lyell Avenue, are listed on
the attached spreadsheet under the heading, I. Request for Proposal — Improved Property. This
multiuse structure and its parking lot were offered online via request for proposal. The structure
will serve as offices for the purchaser’s property management company and the apartments will
be renovated and leased. The parking lot will serve both the business and the residences.

The final property, 623-625 North Street, is listed on the attached spreadsheet under the
heading, II. Negotiated Sale - Unbuildable Vacant Land. It is being sold for $1.00 (as per City
policy). The lot is being sold to an adjoining owner in order to resolve a title issue caused by its
driveway encroaching on to the City lot and will be combined with the primary parcel owned by
the identified adjoining owner.
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The first year projected tax revenue for these three properties, assuming full taxation, current
assessed valuations and current tax rates, is estimated to be $1,676.

All City taxes and other charges, except water charges against properties being sold by the City,
will be canceled on the first day of the month following adoption of the ordinance because either
the City has agreed to convey the properties free of City tax liens and other charges, or these
charges have been included in the purchase price.

Transmitted herewith for your approval is legislation establishing the amount of $8,900 for
maintenance of the South Avenue/Alexander Street Open Space District and authorizing an
agreement with South Wedge Area Neighborhood Council, Inc. (SWANC) of 540 South Avenue,
Rochester, New York for $8,900 to perform the 2021-22 maintenance. Local Improvement
Ordinance No. 1740 re-established the District in 2018 for a term of ten years.

The annual charges for maintenance of the open space will be apportioned among these properties
based upon their assessed values and in relation to their proximity to the open space (without
reduction for exemptions). Parcels in the Outer Tier of the district shall be charged at half the
rate as the Inner Tier parcels. The boundaries of the tiers will remain as follows:

0 The Inner Tier of the district shall consist of properties fronting on South Avenue from
Comfort Street to Hamilton Street and properties fronting on Alexander Street between
South Clinton Avenue and Kirley Alley/Stebbins Street, but excluding the corner parcels

at South Clinton Avenue.
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0 The Outer Tier of the district shall consist of the remaining properties in the area
bounded by Mt. Hope Avenue, Byron Street, South Clinton Avenue, and Hamilton Street,
including the parcels on the south side of Hamilton Street and the parcels fronting on
South Avenue between Hamilton Street and Averill Avenue.

This assessment provides for maintenance of the landscaped open space at 62 Alexander Street
including cutting grass, trimming shrubs, watering, weeding, trash pick-up and removal, lighting,
and fall leaf clean-up. The cost for these services is based on estimates provided by the South
Wedge Area Neighborhood Council (SWANC).

Transmitted herewith for your approval is legislation related to the receipt and use of funding
from the United States Department of the Treasury for Emergency Rent Assistance for tenants
negatively impacted by the COVID-19 pandemic. This legislation will:

1. Authorize an agreement with the US Department of the Treasury for the receipt and
use of up to $6,000,000 in grant funding for an Emergency Rent Assistance program
for tenants. The term of the agreement will extend through September 30, 2027 when the
funding expires and must be returned to the Treasury, but will have an option to extend
for an additional year in the event Congress extends the expiration date of the funding.

2. Authorize $6,000,000 as maximum compensation for an inter-municipal agreement with
Monroe County for the operation of a joint-funded Emergency Rent Assistance program.
The term of the agreement will extend through September 30, 2027, but will have an
option to extend for an additional year in the event Congress extends the expiration date
of the funding.

The American Rescue Plan Act of 2021, signed into law March 11, 2021, allocated an additional
$19.1 billion for the Emergency Rent Assistance Program to be administered by states and local
governments to serve households facing housing insecurity due to the pandemic. Previously,

the Consolidated Appropriations Act of 2021 allocated $25 billion for this same use. In February
2021, City Council approved the receipt and use of $6.1 million of those first round of funds via
Ordinance No. 2021-39, which also authorized an Inter-Municipal Agreement with Monroe
County. This legislation is intended to mirror the February legislation. Monroe County would
prefer two separate IMA’s due to differences in timing for the funding expiration for the two
installments and other minor regulatory differences.

This process and funding mechanism is entirely separate from the City’s typical funding streams
through The Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD). The Treasury funds

will provide additional flexibility compared to the CARES Act HUD funding, allowing Landlords
to apply on behalf of a tenant with their consent. The funding can cover up to 12 months’ rent and
utilities arrears, and up to 3 months future rent and utilities where ongoing housing stability is at
risk. Eligible households must attest to financial impacts due to COVID and document monthly
income at or below 80% AMI, and the funds must be prioritized for households at or below 50%
AMI and/or unemployed for at least 90 days.

Monroe County received $15.9 million in funding from the Treasury for this same purpose in the
first round, and at least $13.7 million in the second round. The City and County have agreed to a
joint-funded program to ensure that the funding is spent most efficiently and that

citizens wouldn’t have multiple Emergency Rent Assistance programs in parallel. In total to
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program is expected to have at least $42 million with both rounds of funding. City staff from NBD
helped draft and review a Request for Proposals solicitation, and was part of the selection
committee to select 14 contracted non-profit agencies. The structure of the program is similar to
the Eviction Prevention Pilot Initiative (EPPI) that administered CARES Act rent relief funding,
but the new program will incorporate lessons learned from the first phase of EPPI. The program
is also expected to incorporate a new self-serve online application form that will help streamline
program operations by reducing the number of calls for intake. The ability for Landlords to
initiate the process will also enable increased efficiency, given they are required to confirm rent
arrears and supply their bank information for direct payment.

Approximately 25% of rental units in the city were behind on rent as of the end

of February according to a survey of small landlords conducted by the Ash Center at Harvard
University. While the New York State eviction moratorium has been extended through the end of
April, the Treasury funding will help reduce the risk of eviction for tenants and foreclosures for
vulnerable landlords. The program will be heavily promoted through various mechanisms and
community networks. NBD will provide updates on this program to City Council as part of the
current CARES act monthly reports.

Section 1. The Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into an agreement with the United
States Treasury Department (Treasury) for the receipt and use of up to $6,000,000 to fund an
Emergency Rent Assistance program (Program) utilizing funds authorized under the American
Rescue Plan Act of 2021. The term of the agreement shall continue through September 30, 2027,
with the option to extend for one additional year in the event that the Federal Government
extends the expiration date for using Program assistance.

Section 2. The Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into an intermunicipal agreement
with the County of Monroe (County) for the joint operation and joint funding of the Program. The
maximum compensation contributed by the City for the agreement shall be $6,000,000, which
shall be funded by the Treasury in accordance with the agreement authorized in Section 1 herein
and which is hereby appropriated to effectuate the intermunicipal agreement. The term of the
agreement shall continue through September 30, 2027, with the option to extend for one
additional year in the event that the Federal Government extends the expiration date for using
Program assistance.

Section 3. The Mayor is hereby further authorized to provide any such information that
may be required by the Treasury or the County and to execute any grant agreement, program
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sponsor agreement, or any other documentation as may be necessary to fund and carry out the
activities provided for in the Program agreements authorized herein.

Section 4. The agreements authorized herein shall contain such additional terms and
conditions as the Mayor deems to be appropriate.

Section 5. This ordinance shall take effect immediately.

This assessment provides for additional trash removal on Saturday and Sunday, from 3:00 to 5:00
am, from April through October, to address trash resulting from the increased activity in the
District during this period. The assessment covers the additional cost of these services and is
apportioned among the properties within the district that cater to the patrons of the
establishments (e.g., bars, restaurants and parking lots who profit from the patrons).

In 2021-22 the fixed fee for additional street cleaning services is determined by type of
establishment and square footage as agreed upon by the entertainment establishments and
property owners in the district. The total annual charge estimate determined by the Department
of Environmental Services.

All affected properties have been examined and any change in use is reflected in the attached list

of subject properties. The operating assessment is apportioned among properties based on type
and function of their use, using the following schedule:

Transmitted herewith for your approval is legislation establishing $20,000 as maximum
compensation for a professional services agreement with the Urban Land Institute (ULI), 2001 L
Street, NW, Suite 200 Washington, DC (Chairman: Owen Thomas, CEO: Edward Walter) to
provide economic development advisory services related to the Bull’s Head

Revitalization project. The cost of the agreement will be funded by 2015-16 Cash Capital. The
legislation also authorizes the Mayor to enter into an agreement with the ULI Foundation if
necessary to effectuate the Foundation’s contribution of $60,000 toward the compensation

for ULI’s services. The term for each agreement will be one year.

Through its Advisory Services Program (the Program), ULI provides expert advice to
communities on a broad range of land use, neighborhood revitalization, and

redevelopment topics. In 2020, the City and the Rochester Economic Development Corporation
(REDCO) contacted the ULI and Chicago-based Transforming Retail Economics of Neighborhood
Development (TREND), a strategic partner of the ULI focused on identifying urban neighborhood
retail opportunities, to inquire how ULI’s Program could benefit local efforts to

strengthen targeted commercial corridors. In August 2020, ULI with TREND’s assistance hosted
a virtual scoping session with the City and REDCO to understand the challenges and
opportunities associated with the City’s ongoing commercial corridor revitalization efforts. Bull’s
Head was identified as an appropriate fit for the Program because of the extensive community-
based revitalization planning conducted to date along with the area being poised for
transformative redevelopment.

The Program for Bull’s Head will consist of evaluating the land economics of

the study area, reviewing background material provided by the City,

interviewing important community stakeholders, holding a three-day virtual advisory
panel discussion with the City, and providing recommendations to strengthen economic
development in the Bull’'s Head area in a way that benefits its existing community.

Deliverables include a digital copy of the final presentation materials, a video recording of

the virtual panel discussions and presentations, and an executive summary report synthesizing
the panel’s findings. The total cost of the Program is $80,000, with $60,000 coming from the ULI
Foundation, and $20,000 from the City. The Program is expected to be completed in spring 2021.

Bond Ordinance of the City of Rochester, New York authorizing the issuance of $634,000
Bonds of said City to finance the 2021 Annual Street Maintenance Project

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Council of the City of Rochester as follows:

Section 1. The City of Rochester, in the County of Monroe, New York (herein called "City"),
is hereby authorized to finance the cost of chip sealing and the milling and resurfacing of pavement
along the street segments noted on the attached Project Street List annexed hereto as Exhibit A,
which comprise the 2021 Annual Street Maintenance Project (the “Project”). The estimated
maximum cost of said class of objects or purposes, including preliminary costs and costs incidental
thereto and the financing thereof, is $634,000. The plan of financing includes the issuance of
$634,000 bonds of the City, which amount is hereby appropriated for the Project, and the levy and
collection of taxes on all the taxable real property in the City to pay the principal of said bonds and
the interest thereon as the same shall become due and payable.

Section 2. Bonds of the City in the principal amount of $634,000 are hereby authorized to
be issued pursuant to the Constitution and laws of the State of New York, including the provisions
of the Local Finance Law, constituting Chapter 33-a of the Consolidated Laws of the State of New
York (herein called the "Law"), this Ordinance, and other proceedings and determinations related
thereto.

Section 3. The City intends to finance, on an interim basis, the costs or a portion of the
costs of said improvements for which bonds are herein authorized, which costs are reasonably
expected to be reimbursed with the proceeds of debt to be incurred by the City, pursuant to this
Ordinance, in the amount of $634,000. This Ordinance is a declaration of official intent adopted
pursuant to the requirements of Treasury Regulation Section 1.150-2.

Section 4. The period of probable usefulness of said class of objects or purposes described
in Section 1 of this Ordinance, within the limitations of 11.00 a. 20(c) of the Law, is fifteen (15)
years.

Section 5. Each of the bonds authorized by this Ordinance and any bond anticipation notes
issued in anticipation of the sale of said bonds shall contain the recital of validity as prescribed by
Section 52.00 of the Law and said bonds and any notes issued in anticipation of said bonds, shall
be general obligations of the City, payable as to both principal and interest by an ad valorem tax
upon all the taxable real property within the City without limitation as to rate or amount. The
faith and credit of the City are hereby irrevocably pledged to the punctual payment of the principal
of and interest on said bonds and any notes issued in anticipation of the sale of said bonds and
provision shall be made annually in the budget of the City by appropriation for (a) the amortization
and redemption of the bonds and any notes in anticipation thereof to mature in such year and (b)
the payment of interest to be due and payable in such year.

Section 6. Subject to the provisions of this Ordinance and of said Law, and pursuant to the
provisions of Section 30.00 relative to the authorization of the issuance of bond anticipation notes
or the renewals thereof, and of Sections 50.00, 56.00 to 60.00 and 168.00 of said Law, the powers
and duties of the City Council relative to authorizing the issuance of any notes in anticipation of
the sale of the bonds herein authorized, or the renewals thereof, and relative to providing for
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substantially level or declining debt service, prescribing the terms, form and contents and as to the
sale and issuance of the bonds herein authorized, and of any notes issued in anticipation of the sale
of said bonds or the renewals of said notes, as well as to executing agreements for credit
enhancement, are hereby delegated to the Director of Finance, as the Chief Fiscal Officer of the
City.

Section 7. The validity of the bonds authorized by this Ordinance and of any notes issued
in anticipation of the sale of said bonds may be contested only if:

(a) such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which the City is not
authorized to expend money, or

(b) the provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of the publication of
such Ordinance are not substantially complied with, and an action, suit or proceeding contesting
such validity, is commenced within twenty (20) days after the date of such publication, or

(c) such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution.

Section 8. This Ordinance shall take effect immediately, and the City Clerk is hereby
authorized and directed to publish a summary of the foregoing Ordinance, together with a Notice
attached in substantially the form prescribed by Section 81.00 of the Law in "The Daily Record," a
newspaper published in Rochester, New York, having a general circulation in the City and hereby
designated the official newspaper of said City for such publication.

Non-hazardous special solid waste streams to be managed under this agreement include wastes
such as petroleum contaminated soil, cinders, ash, foundry sands, railroad ties, and soil mixed
with such wastes that are routinely generated at City of Rochester construction and
environmental cleanup projects. Disposal of these special wastes are not included under the
terms and conditions of the City’s agreement with Monroe County for management and disposal
of solid waste. The agreement with WM of NY previously approved in 2017 by Council Ordinance
2017-139 to provide these special waste disposal services is expiring. The City has worked with
WM of NY for these services since 2012 (Council Ordinance No. 2012-464)

The need for non-hazardous special solid waste disposal services will be determined by the
Department of Environmental Services, Division of Environmental Quality. The costs of such
disposal services will be financed from the annual budgets of the departments using the services
or from capital funds appropriated for specific environmental, construction and redevelopment
projects.

Under the proposed agreement, WM of NY will provide non-hazardous special solid waste
disposal for City-generated wastes. Wastes to be managed under this agreement must be
acceptable into the WM of NY Mill Seat Landfill located within Monroe County. For each
individual waste stream, the City will submit a completed WM of NY Generator’s Non-Hazardous
Waste Profile Sheet and submit it to WM of NY for review. The profile will include analytical
testing data for the particular waste stream requiring disposal. If the waste stream is acceptable,
WM of NY will provide a waste approval to the City, including a unit rate price specific to the
approved waste stream, a maximum quantity of waste approved, waste scheduling information
and profile expiration date. The wastes covered under this agreement will be exclusive of those
that are explicitly covered by the multi-year agreement for solid waste management between the
City and Monroe County.
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WM of NY was selected to provide disposal services because it operates the only permitted solid
waste disposal facilities in Monroe County that can accept non-hazardous special solid waste.

A justification statement for the award of this agreement without a request for proposal has been
provided.

The term of the proposed agreement with WM of NY will be two (2) years with two (2) additional
optional one-year extensions based on written mutual consent.

Bond Ordinance of the City of Rochester, New York authorizing the issuance of $300,000
Bonds of said City to finance the Milling & Resurfacing Project on Chestnut Street (East
Broad Street to East Main Street), East Avenue (East Main Street to Alexander Street),
and North Goodman Street (Peck Street to Bay Street and Clifford Avenue to City Line)

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Council of the City of Rochester as follows:

Section 1. The City of Rochester, in the County of Monroe, New York (herein called "City"),
is hereby authorized to finance a portion of the cost of a Milling & Resurfacing Project that consists
of pavement milling and resurfacing, spot curb replacements, installation or upgrade of sidewalk
curb ramps, adjustment and repair of manholes, receiving basins, and water valve castings,
replacement of traffic pavement markings and replacement of lead or galvanized water services
along Chestnut Street (East Broad Street to East Main Street), East Avenue (East Main Street to
Alexander Street), and North Goodman Street (Peck Street to Bay Street and Clifford Avenue to
City Line) (the “Project”). The estimated maximum cost of said class of objects or purposes,
including preliminary costs and costs incidental thereto and the financing thereof, is $3,784,000.
The plan of financing includes the issuance of $300,000 bonds of the City, which amount is hereby
appropriated for the Project, $55,000 from 2019-20 Cash Capital, $6,000 from future General Cash
Capital allocated to Milling & Resurfacing for future fiscal years in the 2020-21 to 2024-25 Capital
Improvement Program (“CIP”), $3,038,000 from future bonds to be authorized pursuant to General
Debt allocated to Milling & Resurfacing for future fiscal years in the CIP, $385,000 in Monroe
County Pure Waters in reimbursements for sewer work associated with street improvement
projects anticipated to be appropriated from Monroe County Traffic funds allocated to Milling &

The project also includes the rehabilitation of Pierpont Street (Driving Park Avenue to Lexington
Avenue), including milling and resurfacing of the pavement, new curb, sidewalk, driveway
aprons, curb ramps, pavement markings, signage, and adjustment and repair of manholes, catch
basins and water valve castings. Additional enhancements include a counterflow bicycle lane from
Mason Street to Driving Park Avenue to accommodate two way bicycle traffic on this priority
Bicycle Boulevard route.

Pavement milling and resurfacing will occur on Averill Avenue (Mount Hope Avenue to South
Avenue and South Clinton Avenue to Broadway), Aberdeen Street (Post Avenue to Woodbine
Avenue) and Tryon Park (Winton Road to NY-590 bridge), including spot curb and hazardous
sidewalk replacement, curb ramp upgrades, pavement markings, signage and adjustment and
repair of manholes, catch basins, and water valve castings.

$1,792,000 Bonds of said City to finance the Priority Bicycle Boulevard Implementation
Project

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Council of the City of Rochester as follows:

Section 1. The City of Rochester, in the County of Monroe, New York (herein called "City"),
is hereby authorized to finance a portion of the cost of installing neighborhood bicycle boulevard
routes optimized for bicycle travel through the use of pavement markings, directional signage and
traffic calming features and, in some locations, milling and resurfacing of pavement, installing new
lanes, curbs, sidewalks, driveway aprons, curb ramps, and adjusting and repairing manholes, catch
basins and water valve castings along the street segments noted on the attached Project Street List
annexed hereto as Exhibit A (the “Project”). The estimated maximum cost of said class of objects
or purposes, including preliminary costs and costs incidental thereto and the financing thereof, is
$2,942,147. The plan of financing includes the issuance of $1,792,000 bonds of the City, which
amount is hereby appropriated for the Project, $150,000 in New York State Department of
Environmental Conservation (“NYSDEC”) funds appropriated in Ordinance No. 2017-334,
$250,000 in NYSDEC funds appropriated in Ordinance No. 2019-339, $75,000 from 2014-15 Cash
Capital, $23,000 from 2017-18 Cash Capital, $128,000 from 2018-19 Cash Capital, $129,810 from
2019-20 Cash Capital, $260,412 from 2020-21 Cash Capital, $12,175 in Monroe County Pure
Waters reimbursements for sewer work associated with street improvement projects (“MCPW
Reimbursements”) appropriated in Ordinance No 2021-85, $76,750 in MCPW Reimbursements
appropriated in Ordinance No. 2019-190, $12,000 in MCPW Reimbursements appropriated in
Ordinance No. 2020-108, $33,000 in MCPW Reimbursements appropriated in Ordinance No. 2020-
360, and the levy and collection of taxes on all the taxable real property in the City to pay the
principal of said bonds and the interest thereon as the same shall become due and payable.

Section 2. Bonds of the City in the principal amount of $1,792,000 are hereby authorized
to be issued pursuant to the Constitution and laws of the State of New York, including the
provisions of the Local Finance Law, constituting Chapter 33-a of the Consolidated Laws of the
State of New York (herein called the "Law"), this Ordinance, and other proceedings and
determinations related thereto.

Section 3. The City intends to finance, on an interim basis, the costs or a portion of the
costs of said improvements for which bonds are herein authorized, which costs are reasonably
expected to be reimbursed with the proceeds of debt to be incurred by the City, pursuant to this
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Ordinance, in the amount of $1,792,000. This Ordinance is a declaration of official intent adopted
pursuant to the requirements of Treasury Regulation Section 1.150-2.

Section 4. The period of probable usefulness of said class of objects or purposes described
in Section 1 of this Ordinance, within the limitations of 11.00 a. 20(c) of the Law, is fifteen (15)
years.

Section 5. Each of the bonds authorized by this Ordinance and any bond anticipation notes
issued in anticipation of the sale of said bonds shall contain the recital of validity as prescribed by
Section 52.00 of the Law and said bonds and any notes issued in anticipation of said bonds, shall
be general obligations of the City, payable as to both principal and interest by an ad valorem tax
upon all the taxable real property within the City without limitation as to rate or amount. The
faith and credit of the City are hereby irrevocably pledged to the punctual payment of the principal
of and interest on said bonds and any notes issued in anticipation of the sale of said bonds and
provision shall be made annually in the budget of the City by appropriation for (a) the amortization
and redemption of the bonds and any notes in anticipation thereof to mature in such year and (b)
the payment of interest to be due and payable in such year.

Section 6. Subject to the provisions of this Ordinance and of said Law, and pursuant to the
provisions of Section 30.00 relative to the authorization of the issuance of bond anticipation notes
or the renewals thereof, and of Sections 50.00, 56.00 to 60.00 and 168.00 of said Law, the powers
and duties of the City Council relative to authorizing the issuance of any notes in anticipation of
the sale of the bonds herein authorized, or the renewals thereof, and relative to providing for
substantially level or declining debt service, prescribing the terms, form and contents and as to the
sale and issuance of the bonds herein authorized, and of any notes issued in anticipation of the sale
of said bonds or the renewals of said notes, as well as to executing agreements for credit
enhancement, are hereby delegated to the Director of Finance, as the Chief Fiscal Officer of the
City.

Section 7. The validity of the bonds authorized by this Ordinance and of any notes issued
in anticipation of the sale of said bonds may be contested only if:

(a) such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which the City is not
authorized to expend money, or

(b) the provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of the publication of
such Ordinance are not substantially complied with, and an action, suit or proceeding contesting
such validity, is commenced within twenty (20) days after the date of such publication, or

(c) such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution.

Section 8. This Ordinance shall take effect immediately, and the City Clerk is hereby
authorized and directed to publish a summary of the foregoing Ordinance, together with a Notice
attached in substantially the form prescribed by Section 81.00 of the Law in "The Daily Record," a
newspaper published in Rochester, New York, having a general circulation in the City and hereby
designated the official newspaper of said City for such publication.

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Ravi Engineering and Land Surveying, P.C. was selected for RPR Services through a Request for
Proposal process, which is described in the attached summary.

Bids for construction were received on February 16, 2021. The apparent low bid
of $6,874,906.15 was submitted by Ramsey Constructors, Inc. (Christopher Ramsey,
C.E.O., Lakeville, New York).

Transmitted herewith for your approval is legislation approving the 2021-22 Budget of the
Downtown Enhancement District (District) and authorizing the apportionment of the budget costs
among the properties within the District.

The District, established in 1989, enters its 32nd year of providing an enhanced level of care and
maintenance in the downtown area and plays a key role in the vitality of Downtown

Rochester. These services may include sidewalk cleaning, sweeping, snow removal and litter
removal, as well as installation, repair and maintenance of improvements such as benches,
planters and street lighting.

The District includes all properties within the area between Church Street, Bragdon Place and
Pleasant Street on the north, Chestnut Street on the east, Broad Street on the south, and
Plymouth Avenue on the west; and all other properties within 1,600 feet of Main Street that were
included in the original enclosed walkway system. The Downtown Enhancement District
Advisory Board, consisting of 11 representatives of property owners or tenants, oversees the
administration of the program by City staff.

Unless otherwise approved by the Advisory Board, the annual costs to be assessed are restricted
by a formula using the base year (1989-90) cost of $400,000 adjusted by the cumulative increase
in the consumer price index (CPI). The total cost is apportioned among the properties, based
equally on assessed valuation and gross area of each property. Also, properties directly on Main
Street are weighted at twice the factors of other properties.

The maximum permissible assessment for 2021-22 based upon the 32 rd year cumulative increase
in the CPI (102.4%) is $844,400. The recommended assessment is $664,200, an increase
of 3,700 (0.6%).

employee, and where the City Law Department has a conflict of interest.

Pullano & Farrow was selected through a request for proposal process in 2018 and was approved
by City Council in Ordinance No. 2018-142.

The Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into an amendatory professional
services agreement with the Law Offices of Pullano & Farrow PLLC to provide legal services as
Conflict Counsel for Rochester Police Department disciplinary hearings. The amendatory
agreement shall amend the existing agreement authorized by Ordinance No. 2018-142 to extend
the term of the agreement by one year, with the option to renew for one additional year, and to
establish $82,500 as maximum annual compensation. The first year shall be funded by unspent
funds authorized in Ordinance No. 2018-142.

The term of this
agreement will be for the remainder of the 2021 calendar year with the option to renew for three,
one-year periods. There are no funds associated with this agreement.

Advanced Technology Training and Information Networking (ATTAIN), is a network of
technology laboratories located across New York States’ most economically challenged urban and
rural communities. Using state-of-the-art technology, ATTAIN labs offer occupational, academic,
and self-development courses free of charge.

The ATTAIN Lab will be an asset to the Pamela and Trenton Jackson R-Center by helping
residents enhance their employability and academic skills. The lab will provide adults in the
community access to personalized pre-employment and job readiness training, high quality
vocational, customer service and life management software, and ESL, and computer literacy
sessions.

Through the ATTAIN Lab residents will be
able to learn how to navigate and best utilize modern technology as they work

toward achieving academic, employment, and self-development goals.

Jackson R-Center at 485 North Clinton Avenue by means of a use license that would continue to
December 31, 2021 with the option to extend for up to 3 additional periods of one year each
(License Proposal);

WHEREAS, the ATTAIN Lab will be part of a network of technology laboratories located
in New York State’s most economically challenged urban and rural communities that use state-of-
the-art technology to offer occupational, academic and self-development courses to the community
free of charge; and

WHEREAS, the term of the use provided for in the License Proposal is reasonable and
necessary in light of its intended purpose and the public will benefit throughout the term of the
use.

Transmitted herewith for your approval is a resolution adopting the Children’s Outdoor Bill of
Rights as an extension of the City’s commitment to providing equitable access to city parks &
natural spaces for all residents.

Increasingly sedentary lifestyles and lack of access to nature experiences have created pressing
child development issues including higher rates of emotional and physical health

issues. Scientific research demonstrates that time spent playing and learning in nature enhances
children’s physical and mental health, promotes their short and long-term cognitive ability,
augments their social emotional skills, and improves their academic outcomes.

In 2017, Mayor Warren signed onto the Trust for Public Land’s 10 Minute Walk to Parks pledge
and made investments in park infrastructure and programming to help address barriers to nature
access in the City’s lowest income neighborhoods. In 2018, the City was selected as one of only 18
cities nationwide to join the National League of Cities - Cities Connecting Children to Nature
initiative (CCCN). Over the past three years Rochester’s CCCN work has focused on increasing
out of school time environmental programming, pursuing the creation of the first urban nature
center in the City of Rochester, and developing a Children’s Outdoor Bill of Rights to guide policy,
investments and programming into the future. In adopting a Children’s Outdoor Bill of Rights,
Rochester is joining cities from across the county including Austin, San Francisco, Salt Lake City
and Baltimore in embracing the importance that nature access plays in the health and well-being
of its youngest residents.

In 2019, the Rochester 2034 Comprehensive Plan was adopted by City Council. The
Comprehensive Plan includes several key takeaways that highlight the importance of equitable
nature access.

The proposed Children’s Outdoor Bill of Rights was developed through collaborative efforts by the
Mayor’s Youth Advisory Council, Youth Voice One Vision (YVOV) and with support from the
Cities Connecting Children to Nature initiative. The proposed bill defines a list of outdoor
activities that all children should have the right to experience, and serves as a tool to help guide
priorities and decision making regarding City programming and initiatives that address access to
nature and nature programming.

Resolution adopting the Rochester Children’s Outdoor Bill of Rights

WHEREAS, increasingly sedentary lifestyles and lack of access to nature experiences
have created pressing child development issues, including higher rates of emotional and physical
health challenges;

WHEREAS, time spent playing and learning outside promotes curiosity and short- and
long-term cognitive development; increases engagement and enthusiasm for learning; improves
physical and mental health, social emotional skills, and academic outcomes; helps build lifelong
healthy habits; and inspires environmental stewardship;

WHEREAS, addressing current environmental issues requires an active population, and
the single biggest factor affecting an individual’s attitude toward conservation is their experiences
in nature as a child;

WHEREAS, the City of Rochester is committed to providing equitable access to city parks
and natural spaces for children and people of all ages;

WHEREAS, Rochester’s river gorge, waterfronts and waterfalls, park system, and historic
neighborhoods make it a uniquely beautiful city that all residents should have access to, no
matter where they live in the city;

WHEREAS, in 2017, Mayor Warren signed onto the Trust for Public Land’s 10 Minute
Walk to Parks pledge and made investments in park infrastructure and programming to help
address barriers to nature access in the city’s lowest income neighborhoods;

WHEREAS, in 2018, Rochester was selected to participate in the National League of Cities’
Cities Connecting Children to Nature initiative to create and support opportunities that
encourage children to engage with and experience the outdoors; and

WHEREAS, in collaboration with Youth Voice One Vision, the Mayor’s Youth Advisory
Council, and the Seneca Park Zoo Society’s Urban Ecologists program, and with input from
hundreds of community stakeholders, the City has developed a Rochester Children’s Outdoor Bill
of Rights to raise awareness of the value of outdoor experiences for children in order to facilitate
lifelong connections with nature.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Council of the City of Rochester as
follows:

Section 1. The Mayor and City Council are committed to ensuring all children in
Rochester have access to nature and experience the benefits of spending time outside.

Section 2. The City Council hereby adopts the Rochester Children’s Outdoor Bill of
Rights, which establishes that every child in Rochester shall have the opportunity to:

Learn to Take Care of Our Planet
Learn to Swim
Play in Clean Rivers and Lakes

Grow and Harvest Food to Eat
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Explore Nature in Neighborhoods
Listen to the Sounds of Nature
Observe a Starry Sky

Go Camping

Follow a Hiking Trail

Play in the Snow

Learn to Ride a Bike

Discover Wildlife

Section 3. The Rochester Children’s Outdoor Bill of Rights shall serve as a tool to guide
policy, investments, and decision making regarding City efforts that address access to nature and
nature programming.

Section 4. This resolution shall take effect immediately.
