MAYOR'S ADDRESS.
GENTLEMEN OF THE COMMON COUNCIL:-Law

and precedent again require me, at this the op-
ening of a new administration, to address you,
making such suggestions as I deem necessary
and which may have a tendency to promote the
welfare of the city and contribute to the pros-
perity of its inhabitants. I ,took particular oc-

I casion a year ago to dwell at considerable length
on the affairs of every department of our mu-
nicipal government, and it is therefore unnec-
essary at this time to again traverse the same.
ground. I shall now content myself by simply
calling the attention of such of you as are unfa-
miliar with the message, to Its general charac-
ter.; believing that the ideas embodied therein
will apply to matters of to-day with equal force.

The year which has just closen has not been
altogether a satisfactory one to the citizens of
Rochester, depression in business having' pro~
duced distress and anxiety in every direction
and amongst all classes, and in many instances
trade and occupation being completely lost. We.
now hope for better times, and, as officials, can
contribute largely to so desirable a result. by
furnishing to the tax-payers good and econom •
ical government. They look to us for this.
Shall they be disappointed 1 Let each one -an~
swer for himself, taking as his guide the simple
words " Honesty" and " Frugality. "

This leads me to the all-important questi0D: of
TAXATION,

which ha.s never before been so much of a bur-
den and so alarmingly high. Much discussion,
in consequence, has been a wakened in the com-
munity, accompanied by a variety of proposals
for relief.

Let us see then what we have been compelled
to do and what the future has In store for us.
Our tax levy as finally adopted in Jone last
amounted to the enormous sum of $1,010,660.75,
this being larger by more than $200,000 than
ever before, and among its items we find the
following, which are of peculiar interest in con-
nection with this subject:
One year's interest on $3,592,000of bonds, water

DEAR SIR-I desire to protest against the
conduct of the Common Council in donating
the use of the City Hall to almost any person
seeking it for the purpose of giving entertain-
ments or lectures. That room can only be
properly used for municipal or other purposes
of a public nature, in which all citizens are
equally interested. For this, its legitImate use,
there can be no objection. But When, as has
been frequently the case of late, it is appropri-
ated to any who may desire to give entertain-
ments for hire and who can bring the popular
influence to bear upon those having it in
charge, it is an infringement upon private
rights which is at once a wrong to the people
and an injury to the proprietors of halls erected
for this specific purpose. Those proprietors are
compelled by the Common Council to pay an
annual license fee for the privilege of leasing
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halls to those who may desire to give entertain-
ments. As one of them, I have been assessed
and have paid large sums for such license,·and'
this gives me the right, as I thInk, to demand
that I be no longer subjected to the competition
involved in the course of which I complain. It'
is certain that if it be allowed to continue, the
incentive to maintain any hall owned by a pri-
vate citizen will be so under3tood as to imperil .
if not necessitate their further continua.nce.

feasibility and advisability of providing better
and adequate sewerage for the City Hall Bmld-
ing and full ventilation, would report that they
have invest.igated the matter pretr,y thoroughly
and taken the co •.nsel of the Health Officer and
othel' physiCians who have paid cOJJsiderable at-
tention to, tbe matter. We find that there are
no stench trapd in the main sewers in the build-
ing and the small laterals inadequately trapPfd.
Constantly the sewer gas and foul air from the
main sewers in the streets and flhe odor from
the city prison and the filth daily deposited in
the sewers therefrom is discharged into the
basement and thence carried through heated
flues into she rooms above poisoning ~he atmos-
phere and seriously affec(,in~ the heahh of the
occupants thereof. This should be stopped and
at once. The Health Officer has 8ubmitted a
plan t.o abate the evil which we believe to be a
'good one. 'the opening in the walls in the base-
ment of the building into which the heat pipes
pass shOUld be closed. A larger pipe to supply
water for the lower water closet and cleansing
the prison should be furnished.

.relief from'the trouble complaIned of, cannot
be maG e by the Executive Boa,rd from the funds
at its cOlnmand; and it is not such a work aB is
conte[oplated In their appropriation for sewer
r~pairs. Abouti one-half of the sewer froIn U p-
ton Park to Schanck avenue is of pipe and the
other half open ditch. It run~ through a valley
where the flow of the water, owing to the hgalt

; ~grade, is. very .slu~gis!l. Whatever m~ '. hav~
/been the IntentIon of Its conSLTuctors, It l~ nolu
either in its grade or L~ capacity, des!gned for
a main outlet. There IS lIttle questIon but a
large amount of sand an~ other sewage ~ave
settled in tbe pipe and culverts and materl~lly
obstructed the flow of water. The open dItch
is not'at all protected from caving in of banks
or'becoming otherwise obstructed, so tha:; any
means to keep the channel free must pro ve of
the fmost tern porary character. The outlay re-

During the year 1874 this same matter was

the Culver road. which is the present outlet of'
East Avenue sewer. The people of East Av-
enue, from G.odman street east, and the resi.'

REPORTSOF SPECIAL COMMITTEES.

Ald. Herzberger! from the Special State Line
Investigating Committee, presen~ed the fol-
lowing:
To the Honorable Oommon Oouncil of the Oity

of Rochester:
GENTLEMEN- Your committee in making tshis

report premise by alluding to the fact that
many and laborious meetlngd have been held.
atliended by the whole or some of the members
of the committee. A large amount of testimo-
ny was taken on the subject! under investiga
tion, viz.: The real or attempted bribery of the
members of the Common CouncIl in connection
with legislation forr the State Line RaIlroad.
Every member of the Common Council of 1876,
with one or two exceptions, were before the
committee, and each of them testified (with one
exception) that he had. not received, been of-
fered' or solicited any money or other valua-
ble consideration for his vote or action in con-
nection with the railroad matter. The excep-
tion was the testimony of ex-Alderman Kelly,
wh0se statement was similar to that given by
him in the Police Court investigation. He re-
ceived no bribe, and we cannot out believe that
the proposition made to him by Mr. Taylor
was but meaningless talk, arising from un war-
ran ted self-importance.

'fhe testimony of "outsiders' / was, with one
exception, complete exoneration of ea.ch and
every Alderman from bribery or attempted
briberv. The one witness whose testimony is
calculated to throw suspicion on one of the ex-
Aldermen is one Wilkie. He states that his
negotiatIons were made through a. third party,
while that third parliyand the Alderman al-
luded to, together with the person whose agent
Wilkie pretended to be, deny most emphati-
cally and with all the· solemnity of an oath
tha~ WIlkie's statement was untrue in every
particular, 80 far as relates to M.r. Staud, the
third party receiving money to be given to the
Alderman. The weighc of unimpeached eVl-

26
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dence is a.gainst Mr. Wilkie. Another circam.-
~tance in favor. ~f . the party accused
IS that Mr. WIlkie concealed the al-
leged . disreputable transactions from the
public until he had "fallen· out" with his
employer, with whom he had been engaged
in the 'oonstruction of the railroad. It is ntlt-
ural to suppose that if matters had progressed
s~oothLy. be.tween h~mself and his employer,
hIS startihng InformatIon would never have seen
light. His testimony by all rules of law or the
dictates of common sense must be rejected as
being wholly unsubstantiated, either by Sworn
testimony or circumstances which usually ac-
company such transactions as the alleged.

We have no desire to spare any person upon
whom well grounded sUl1picion may have been
thrown by the testimony, and we art1 also ad-
verse to spreading before the community what
is not in evidence, bUljmerely surmises or S1iS~

picions that some one has done wrong. The
Charge that thirteen Aldermen changed their
votes bet ween the meetings of the Council held
on the afternoon and evening of September
8th, 1876, was found to be untrue. Only five
Aldermen changed their votes, and the reason
given at the time was that after the contract
had been sunmitted at the afternoon session
ana the vote was being taken, it was stated a
gentleman present had a propodition to make
which he thought would be more advantageoult
to the City than the Waterman contract. This
gen(jleman in open Council req !lested delay un-
til evening; and tne vote being a tie on the mo-
tion to ratify the Taylor contract, a recess was
taken until evening, when the genvleman stated
that he had no proposition to make, and the
Waterman or Taylor contract .was again put
before the Board, and voted as the only chance
to give the city the road and secure some return
for the investment made.

If communities were as zealous to defend the
good name of their public servants as they are
to condemn any irregularity on their part, a
better understanding would prevail and a closer
rel"l.tionship exist between the people and their
servants in the conduct of public affairs. Dif-
ferences of opinion can be hone ..~tly en~ertained
between Aldermen as well as other people, and
cries of dishonesty, unfounded in fact, raised
by bickerings among themselves, are productive
of mischief.

In conclusion. we repeat the investigation
made shows no taint of fraud, bribery or dis-
honesty on the part of any member of the Com-
mon Council of 1876 -7 In connection with legis-
lation relative to the State Line Railroad.

The property to be
assessed for it is owned by the Roch~st~r
Savings Bank, City of Rochester, St. Luke's
church. and E. Heath. af!ent, on tb.e one side,
and the County of Monroe and the City of
Rochester on the other. Only one piece of
property is in the hands of an individual, the
balance being owned by· corporations which
cannot be oppressed, even in tllesetimes by an
.assessment tor such a work.

A thoroughfare situated in the very centre of
the city, and bordered by your chief p'!1blic
strnctnres. should not be allowed to remaIn as
this ~treet is at present. No ordinary outlay
for repairs would be of any avail, and to re-
build the road way in such a manner as would
be even temporarily serviceable will require a
larger ~mo!)nt of money than can be spared
from the High way Fund this year. Alrea:dy
tbe draft made upon that fund for extensIve
repairs on main avenues exceeds the expecta-
tions of the Executive Board. and jt is not
deemed prudent to make any more expendi-
tures bnt tbose absolutelv necessary, un lees it
was cO!ltetnpla~ed to reimbur~e it in January,
an evput which the Board would liIre to avoid.

Many streets bordered by private residences,
and which have not so long enjoyed benefits
from the High way Fund as Fitzhugh street,
have been rebuilt. by orc1inance and by local as
s€s~ment.

GENTLEMEN-At a meeting of the Trustees of
the Rochester Free Dispensary. held January
8th, in .their rooms in the City Building on
Front street, a committee' was appointed to
bring before you the present condition of that
institution.

During the year ending December 31, 1876,
ten hundred and nine (1,009) pa.tients were there
treated, and to said patients ten thousand 1;*0
hundred and nine (10,200) prescriptions were
dealt out. In the nine montbs of 1877, ending
September 29th" eight hundred (800) patients
were treated, and almost seven thousand (7,000)
prescriptions put up. Since that date the in-
stitution has been open daily, advice and pre-
scriptions given, but no medicine furnished ..
As the majority of those who come to us abso-
lutely have not the means with which to buy
the needed medicine, the dispensary is practi-
cally closed. In a word, since October ls~ we
have been entirely wit bout funda or medicines.

In vie w of the good this institution has ac-
complished, we feel that it should be sustained,
and we turn to your honora.ble body for "aid.

On consultation we have thought best to ask,
should it seem fie; to )'ou, that your Poor Com-
mittee be instructed to provide us with
such medicines as we need, and to charge
such outlay to the Poor Fund.

The amount of taxes and interest collected
directly from searches has been upwarels of
$40,000. A careful examination of these col-
lections shows that a large amount of that sum
represented taxes of such a nature tbat their
collection was extremely fortunate for the city
to effect. Upon several occasions the interest

Again, tbe establi~bment of
euch a department, with the books and records
necessarily involved therein, will aEslst in the
daily conduct of the .office to the extent of at
least one clerk.

The necessity for the Tax Searches l1as forced
itself upon the office and must be met.

Corporat,ions, lawyerd, referees and all per-
sons interested in the sale or transfer of real
estate, and espeCIally in the loaning of money
thereon, require them, and will not consum-
mate transactions of tl1is nature without a cer-
tificate that the taxe13 are paid being produc~d.

The charges for making these searches has
been limIted by the Common Council at 50
cents, a very moderate sum and much less than
is charged in other citieEl, but carefully consid-
ering tbe benefit the city derives from the De-
partment as an auxilliary to the collection of
taxes, I cannot recommend an increase of
the charge. The city would actually be the
gainer were it to undertake to perform the
labor for nothing, ae, invariably, a search and
certificate results in a collection.

probably Its own be~t commentary:
It is reasonable to expect ,hat wllh the ordi-

nary increase of the population of our city
there should be from year to year a corres-
ponding increase of pauperism, and that each
ann~al report of the Committee for Suppor1i
aDd Relief of the Poor should bear evidence of
a proportionately increa~ed expenditure.
During a period of many years, as s&atistics·
will Clearly show, the exceptions to this gener-
alIa w have been extremely rare; and it is in
view of thitoJiact that more than usual confi-
dence is felt bv the retiring committee regard-
ing your unqualified approval of tbe report
above submitted. With continued ' , hard
time~," scarcitv of labor and low wages, we
had hardly dared to anticipate a reduction of
total expenditure, as compared with last year,
of $16,334.20/; and, indeed, such result would
not have been attained but for wise and care-
ful management on the part of the Overseer in
the distribution of aid and prudent and judi·
dious investment by the committee of the funds
placed at their disposal. In all purchases for
the department the most rigid economy bas
been practiced, your committee giving freely
of their time for this purpose, and taking con-
stant advantage of tbe lowest market prices.
In all these efforts they have bad the cordial
and effieient co-operation of the Overseer, of
whm:8 wise and practical oversight of the de-
partment they cannot speak in tOQ high praise.
Under his able administration the minutest de-
tails of the workings of tPe Poor Office have
been reduced to a thorough system, making
fraud or imposition next to impossible, and
preparing the way for similar adminIstrations
in the years to come. In no instance has aid
been rendered to any family until after ex-
haustive personal investigation of their cir-
cumstances, and such investigation being re-
peated at frequent intervals, tbe actual present
condItion of each family has been at all times
well understood. The accounts of the book-
keeper, John T. Tracy, present a model of
neatness and accuracy, while the records of
Mr. W. II. Shields evince sound judgment and
keen discrimination in the work assigned him.
It will be observed that while a smaller sum
has been paid to the hospitals for the entertain-
ment and treatment of the sick poor, a larg e
sum, as compared with last year, has been
required to defray expenses incurred at the
various Orphan Asylums. This latter fact is
eatisfactorily accounted for in the closing of
tbe Truant School, and the consequent tr!lnster
of the children to city asylums at city expense.
So, too, by unanimous vote of the Council the
priee, per week, for .the entertainment of or-
phan children was raised from $1.00 to $1.60
per week, a fact which of itself fully explains
the inereased expenditure in this direetioD.

Thali this amount was judiciously and
very beneficially expended for the city '8
benefit no one can deny, and we hope that no
occasion may again occur to cause a SImilar
expense. Another item of expense is i1,784.28,
expended by the Chief in arresting criminals
out of the city. 01 this amount $1,005.69 was
paid back iato the Cay Treasury by the
County of Monroe for services rendered by the
Police Department. leaving only $778.59 as his
actual expenses for the year. Other Items of
expenditures are $393 paId to the Sodeties for

, the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals and Chil-
dren, $180 fines refunded by your Honorable
Body, and $284.75 judgment obtained against
the city in the Markee case. The amount; paid
to the So~ieties of Cruelty to Animals and Chil-
dren is not virtually expense of the depart-
ment, as it is money belonaing to those associa-
tions, and finds its "way into the City Treasury
through the Police Justice's office for fines im- .
posed for violations of those laws; the $180 re-
funded for fines .paid by resolution of your
Honorable Board was not expenditure by the
police; while the $284.75 paid for a judgment
against the city in the Mark:ee case was
a matter which the police had but
little to do with, and 'We think should
have been charged to the Contingent Fund.
Deducting the above amounts from the expen-
ditures leave8 $86,700.56. Comparing this
amount with the expenses of the Police De-
partment in other cities, and Rochester stands
at the head as the most economical department,
taking into consideration the number of miles
of streets patrolled and the number of men on
the force. Your committee would call special
attention to t1iie amount (upwards of $10,000)
collected and paid mto tbe city treasury for
the past year, for fines and penalties imposed
by the Police Justice. The amount will com-
pare favorably with past years, and shows that
something besides idleneRs exists in the Police,
Court.

We feel very sure if tile
Legislature sees fit to enact the amendment to
the Jbarter which we bave recommended, it
will result in still further retrencbment, and
may the citizens be as ready to acknowledge
the performance of duty from theIr officials as
they are to cen8ure their neglect ..
