In assuming again to-day,_as most of you do,
the responsible positions you have the. past
twelve months occupied, advice from me hard-
ly seems necessary to govern you in your ac-
tions during the year upon which you have en-
tered. 1shall, however, from time to time,
and at the particular period to which I have
referred, make what Ishall deem to be suitaele
suggestions and which I trust will tend to good
and economical government.

There are causes for especial congratulations
at this time, as we look over some of the muni-
cipal occurrences of the past year. 'fbe favor-
able result In the suit of GeorgeD. Lordagainst
the city, involving as it di.d almost countless
thousands, and accompanied with it as a conse-
quence of that litigation, is the establishment
ofa system of munic!pal 1a'Y, the val~e of
which we cannot pOSSIbly estImate. ThIS. of
itself is a happy and important event. The
good order and reputation of the city, which
was so successfully and inexpensi.vely· ma.intain-
ed by the authorities during the "strikes"
of last July, is another pleasant feature
to refer to at this time. rrhe health of the
community, so carefully preserved, and ef-
ficiently guarded by Dr. Charles Buckley, the
health officer, in connection with the :Board of.
Health, and the earnestness of the members pt
the latter body to perpetuate the same in adODY,.
ing suitable and needed methods for the fq-
ture, by a system of caloulation and study, en-



title them to the hearty, support and thanks of
everyone to whom this ' . department should
be dear·'" and so I might continue to enumer-

ANNUAL REPORT OF THE FINANCE COM:MITTTE.

ROCHESTER, April 15th, 1878~
To the Bonorable the Common Council :

GENTLEMEN: The Finance Commit;,ee of the
Common Council for the past fiscal year would
report upon the cOlJduct of the Treasury as fol-
lows:

At a nleeting of the Committee held January
,10th, it was deeided to ernploy some person to
prepare a complete digest of the Treasurer's
collections upon the General Tax of 187'7,upon
the request of the Treasurer, with a view to such
all examination of the office as bas since been
elicited.

We employed Mr. John C. Wood, who bas
prepared and filed in the 'Treasurer's office a
book showing the collections of tb e Treasurer to
be substantially correct, tile aggregate ois-
crepancy in a collect-ion of nearly a nlillion of
dollars beiu?; but $2.66. He bas also, as per his
report, examined the Ledger and Journal of
the Treasurer, and found them to agree with
the Balance sheet embodied in the Treasurer's
Annual Report; also he has as~ist~d tbe Special
Committee in the counting and verifying of all
vouchers for the payment of moneys, including
the numerou~ coulJons for interest upon the
Bonded Debt. An examination will show how
complicated and laborio\!8 an undertakIng this
bas beeu, occupying SOlne rwo and one-half
months, and in its gratifying result your Com-
mittee c~nnot but congratulate themselves and
tbe city.

Our intention was to make this review of the
Finance Department as thorough and impartial
as possible, and with this purpose, at a meeting
of this Committee and the ~pecial Committee
held shortly after the meeting' of the Common
Council of March 12, 1878, the Special Commit-
tee were invited to taKe up the labor at the
point where this Committee had carried it,
and examine our work as well as the Treas-
ureris, and all of the vouchers, which invita-
tion was accepted; and we transmit you here-
with the report of the Special Uommittee, and
most cordially concur in the 3ame.

GENTLEMEN - The undersigned committee
of citizens appoint~d by your Board to a5s1st
the Finance CommilJtee in their investigation
of the Treasurer's accounts, and the general
business of the office, have carefully and funy
performed the duties assigned them.

After an interview with said comnlittee, the
wish was expressed by them that in the exam-
ination we should pursue an independent course;
and we have accordingly acted on this sugges-
tion, and in such cases where '\\e could not per-
sonally examine.details, have accepted no COil
clusions without proof by questioning and
scrutiny that the results arrived at had been
accurately reported.

As is well known by this time, from frequent
testimonials to the fact, an investigation of the
business of the Treasurer's office is greatly fa-
cilitated by the admirable order and system

employed in every depart.ment of its affairs.
Thus the work of weeks~ In the absence of care-
fulpreparation and less orderly methods, may
be compressed into days, and the cerc,aintv of
the results arrived at may be more confidentlv
asserted. .

It is, perhaps, scarcely necessary to add that
in the investigation we bave been greatly aided
by the Treasurer and his ~'j8istants, by their re-
sponse to any and all requests, either for labor ~
or information.

·With these preliminary remarks we have to
report: That the Treasurer's annual financial
statement can ba fully relied .upon as strictly
accurate. The cash, on hand and deposited, j"
correctly st~ted ~ the vouchers for the expendi-
tures were all examined and found to corres-
pond "A'"ith the statelnentin the abstracts accom-
panying the report; the Cvupons paid, as per
statement, were all counted and four.ld correct,
in number and amounts; and the trial balance,
as well as the abstracts, are cJrrect transcripts
from the Treasurer's books.

18J4, to March 16th, 1877, has been compared
\J\'ltb the Treasurer's records and found correct.
Of the former there are bonds alllolluting .to

Your City Property Committee, contemplat-
ing the renovation of the 0ity Hall building-
the necessity for so doing being almost impera-
tive-desire to present to you a subject which
stands as a stumbling-block in their way, and
causes them ta feel as though the renovation
would be a useiess expenditure of money, un-
less the nuisance whieb they here present, is
abated. The office of the Superintendent of
Street?, adjoining the Treasurer's office, at the
west end of the east and west hall on the first
floor, is used at least ODce a week (Saturdav's
generally,) as a place in which the paymaster
disburses money to the laborers employed on
the streets. These men cro wd the halls, and
they are not to blame for so doing, but would
be as well, if not better, pleased, if some less
conspicuous place were selected for their assem-
blage. From the n.ature of their employment,
they cause much filth to accumulate OIl the
walls and floors. Some of them, through
thoughtlessnEss and willfulness, deface the
walls with matches, and instances are not rare
where obscene figures are marked on the walls.

GENTLEMEN: As I presume a new City At-

torney will be elected to-night, I submit a
statement of the lega.l business of the city un-
der my cbargesin~e April 1, 1877. . .

'fhe Euit of the city v. Montgomery, III WhICh
a verdict was obtained in 1875, has been affirm-
ed in the Court of Appeals. The judgment in
favor of the city against Montgomery amounts
to about $800 exclusive of costs. The jndg-
ment bas not been collected on account of t~e
application made ~y the defend!1nt t? remIt
some portion oftbeJudgment agalnstbim. The
judgment is to recover back the amount the
city wa~ obliged to pa~ f~r a v:erdict recovered
against It by a person l~Jured In, the ~tr~ets. .I
will suggest the proprIety of dI~posIng?f tb.15
matter without delay, ar.Ldalso the proprIety In
the numel'OUS cases where the city is held re-
sponsible for dama~es from accidents, of co.m~
pelling persons ownIng the property or caUSIng
the ob8tructionfrom which tbe accidentsresulr.,
to indemnify t he city for the amount i·~ is
obliged to pay. The city'~ le~a~ r~med~ ~s
generally clear, if the CouncIl wllllnsist on It s
being enforced.

I ~ish also to call the attention of the Coun-
cil to the su~ge8itons made in my last annual
report in reference to a re-asse~Rmeot for the
old oak street improve.pJent. It has been or·
dered by the Court, and I see no reason why a
re-assessment cannot be made in such a man-
oer as shall be just to the taxpayers, compel
those who have paid nothing to pay their pro-
portion, and protect the city at large from loss
in this matter. .

The suit of Smith v. the city, brought to re-
cover $10,000, for injuries sU8~ained 0 by his be·
ing run over by a h.ose .cart, In WhiCh he was
non-suited at the CIrCUIt. has been argued at
the general term, and 1he juJgulent in favor of
the city affirmed. The plaintiff has appealed
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to the Court of Appeals where the case has not
yet been reached.. . .

The judgment obtaIned by NIven agaInst ~be
city for the injuries caused his wife by taIlIng <

upon a defective sidewalk, has also been argued
at the general ternl, and the judgment in his
favor affirmed. I have appealed thIS case to
the Court of Appeals, where it has not yet
been argued. . ..

Two actions betWEen the CIty and EbJah ![.
Markee, gre w out of the fines imposed. on him
in the poH~e court. In one t.he proceedIngs be
low we ere beld regular and the fine imposed up-
on him was affirmed. In the other tne pro-
ceedings of the police justice were held irregu-
lar, and he obtained a judgment for the $50 he
had paid. This amount with costs has been '
paid by the city.
. The suit of Dobbs v. the city was hrought to

recover the amount clainled due him for wcrk
done for tbe Board of Education. A county
court beld be had no legal claim, and dismissed
his complaint.

The ·pl'oceeding of White v. the Common
Council, was brou{;?;ht claiming that t~e ~ct
creating tbe Municipal Court, and abolIshIng
tbe office of Justice of the Peace, was uncon-
stitutiooal, and that vVhite was entitled to be
declared a just ice of the peace. The general
term held that the office of justice was legally
aboli:shed, and dislnis~ed the application.

The suit of Robinson vs. the City was brought
to recover $1,000 for injuries caused by falllng
into a se~er. The action has been once triedl

and the jury disagreed. It stands over to the
September term.

The suit of Burtis against the City was
brought to recover for daulages caused by the
overflow or stoppage at the \Villiam street
sewer. The piaindff was non suited.

The suit of the Oity against Pierce was
brought to l~ecover the tuition· of hi.3 children,
who bad attended the Free Academy, although
he lived in the country. Judgment was ob-
tained against him for $102. From thiB he has
appealed to the County. Court. The case b~s
been argued there, but not de<:ided. ...,.

In the suit ot- Townsend agaInst the CIty for
services the plaintiff obtained a judgment for
$110, which bas been paid. .

The suit brought by Jefse Shepherd agaII~st
be City it was deemed proper, under the Clr-
umstances, to settle for $150.
The suit brought by Hammer for damages to

the amount of $1,000, is also settled by the
~yme~~$W. .

It' is pleasant to reflect that the vexatIOUS;;
claims growing out of the overflow of tha Court
and WIlliam streets sewer are finally ended by
the covering and enlargement of the o~tlet. The -
LaQ.1 Committee aad In} self took tbe lIberty of
recomlnendin(t this course to the Common
Council ~ome three years ago, and I alluded to '
it in my last report. During the year the suits
of St. John, Davis and Hayward, covering
claims for several years, were fettled by the
Council by the payment of $1,500 in all. The
sui\) of Brasch a~uinst the City, growing out
of the same matter, was tried, and resulted in
a verdict of $50 in his favor.

In the suit of Lord against the City, as I was
the partner of Mr. Co~swell,t~e counsel for.
the plaintiff, the commlttee haVIng the nlatter
fn cbarge thougbt it proper I should. hav~ no
conuection with the case. The reEu!t of the
suit, in favor of the city, is known by all.



I also bad no c~nnection with the case of
Garner's Executors agajnst the CLy, conduct-
ed under tbe direction of tbe Executive Board,
involving the tit.le to 3, portion of Centre street,
becum::e 1doubted toe legality of the city's po .
sitiOll, The cal":e has been decided by .Judge
Dwight~ dirEcting judgment against the city
with costs.
I have brought several suits for the enforce-

ment of old taxes, where they had largely ac
cumulated. Several thousand dollars have
been collected through tbese suits during tbe
past year. Between three and fou.r thousand
dollar.:) was paid into the Treasury in one suit
brought on certain of the Bennett property.

1'he searches instituted by the City Trea~urer
bas also been of large value in securing the
payment of back taxes and reducinf}; the float-
Ing debt of the city from this cause.

I believe I have alluded to all the suits of im-
porrance tried ordisposed of during the last
year.

The entire legal exp~nses of the city, from
AprIl 1, 1877, to tbis time, iocluding 8ubpcena-
ing witnesses, travelin~ expenses, printing,
stationery. &c., have been $444. ..

Tbe entire expenses of tbe city for some-
tbing more tilah four years that I have been in
office bave been $1,470. l'bis, I tbink, has been
a reduction of about $1,000 per yt;ar in the ex-
pense a of the office. Exclusive of counsel feeE1,
there ha.ve been no couo5el feed paid during my
term. except in (.be Lord case, with ·w bich I
ba va had no connection.

The total judgmen t against the city for the
last year, including costs, have been about
$500.

Tbetotal judgUlents againsi: the city during
my lerm of office have been about $'7,200.

A considerable number of EuitS are pendiug)
some of much importance, others growing out
of claims for damages of moderate amounts.

The suits brought against tbe city during the
lase fifteen months have been less numerous
than the average.

I wish to express my thanks to the Board for
the courtesv with wbich I have been treated
by all its mell1bers during llly long term of
office, and for the great aSSlsrance I have re-
ceived from them in tbe performance of llly

In explanation of this discrepancy in the re-
ports your committee would submit that the
Committee on SHuport and Relief of the Poor
for the years 1876-7 included in their annual
report for that year $8,123.61 ordered paid
March 20th, 1877, but not charged by the
Treasurer to the Poor Fund until after his an-
nual report was submitted to the Common
Council. In like manner. in the report of the
Committee for the past year two buJgets, viz :
March 21st and March 28th, amounting to $3,-
183.16, were included, but will not appear
charg:ed on the Treasurer'd books fortbat year,
as his accounts were balanced before that
time, viz: March 16th. Now. the difference
between tL1S amount and the amount of the
last budget reported by the committee for
1876-7, which was cbarged up by tbe Treasurer
during the past year, viz:. $4940.45 added to
the total expenditures as reported would still
leave a difference of $664.11. which was for
bills ordAred paid during preceding year, and
not peid until during the first nlonth of tbe
past year.

the following state of facts: That there are
twenty four houses on the street, and the own-
ers of sixteen of these houses have signed a
petition for a sewer; but there are a large Dum-
ber of vacant lots, whose owners will not· sign
for a se wer. Eleven of the:-e houses are built
near a stone quarry, and the water has hereto-
fore been kept out of the quarry and also out of
the cellars by two wind mills, which pumped
the wat.er on to the surface of adjacent pri~te
property, from which it found its way into
Clifton street sewer. The owner of the adja·
cent property now refuses to allow the water
to be pum ped upon his lands, and these eleven
cellars can no longer be drained, and the water
must stand in them to the depth of from two to
five feet, and some of the adjacent land will be
flooded with stagnant water; in fact, almost
flvery cellar on the street will at times .be
flooded.

This Board is informed that the property on
Penn street was assessed for both Clifton and
Francis ~treet sewers, and it would seem that
no injustice would be done by constructing a
sewer in Penn street, with an ontlet into either
of them.

Believing that the facts above stated will
warrant your Honorable Body in passing an
ordinance for~the construction of a sewer in
Penn street without the formality of a major-
ity petition, we respectfully recommend such
action, as being imperatively demanded on
sanitary grounds.. - .

These officials should have authG>rity to super-
vise the erection or repair of the class of build-
ings above named, w~th power to direct such
measures to be adopted or cO..:1structions made
as will secure the safety of citizens.

Your committee also' beg leave to suggest,
that the proper parties should be immediately
notified to remove the unsafe walls and other
parts of. the Smith and Wisner building, includ-

,Scio street, called the Davis Tract; that about
that time he caused said tract to be laid out
into Jots, and a map thereof made and filed in
the M.onroe County Clerk's office, on which
l'yler street appears as extending from North
street east fifty feet wide to withIn about 160
feet of Scio street, and from there to .jcio street
twenty-five feet wide; that since that time he
has conveyed lots on each side of said street,
bounded by the north and south line~ thereof,
as laid do wn on said map; and. as fast as lots
were con veyed fences were erected on the line
of said street in front of the premises sold, thus
opening the street to the use of the public as far
as lots were conveyed.

GENTLEMEN: In compliance with the above

resolutions tbe commi.ttee herewith present the
following report:

No question can be brou~ht to the attention
of the citizens of Rochester, which is fraught
with so much of interest, as that WhICh re-
lates, either' directly or indirectly, to their
health, and the various means at tbeir disposal
by which it may be p~eserved. •

Th ~ healthfulness of any city is to a great
extent a partnership arrangement, in which
each individual cooperates to build up or to
.destroy, and tbe results of their efforts are of
vital importance to every person.

" The most importan.t factor relating to the
great problem of health in a city is its system
of sewerage.

Upon this depends more of its future nappi-
ness and prosper~ty than upon any otber one
attainable object.

Sewers to a city are what the arteries are to
the human system, the natural courses by
which all impurities which may be delivered
into them may be easily and quickly carried
away, and at tbe same time be made the
channels through which a free circulation of
the purer elements may be obtaIned.

A well designed system of sewerage is a de
sirabla auxlliary to any place wher" masses of
human beings congregate, and tee principles
upon which it is conceived, tbe execution or
work during construCtiou, ~nd its general
adaptability when completed to the work re-
quired of it, should be sucll as to contribute
vastly to the heaith. and interests of any people.

The characteristics of good sewers are nu-
merous, and among the many may be men-
tioned the following, which in ,all cases are
especially necesiary.

First-They should be constructed on sach
graqes and at such InclinatIons that aU ~ewage
matter contained within' them would by its
own ~ravity be carried quickly away to some
point beyond the limit of danger before fer-
mentation or decompo~ition takes place.

Second - They should be made perfectly
water-tight throughout their ,entire length,
that all Impurities entering tnem may be ca.r~
ried away with.out leaking into the surround-
ing soil.

Third-They should be so arranged in relation
to form and size as to adapt tbem~elves to the
minimum flow of sewage, and be kept free from
all solid deposIts.

Fourth-They should be afforded a perfect
ventilation, for the purpose of freeing them
from all noxious gasses and effluvia.

As the Eubject of ., vent.llation of sewers" is
one of t4e principal themes of this report, and
as various oplnione have been expressed by the
most distill gUished sanitarians, both in this
,country and abroad, in relation to the best and
most practical method of ventilating sewers,
we WIll endeavor to place tbis subject before
your honorable body In suen a manner fiS to
clearly sbow not only the benefits to be derived
bv the public in general from such precautions,
but ,the actual nece~sity of insisting that this
principa1 sh'all be incorporated and carried out
In the construction of all se\vers, that at least
one great source of disease and death may be
avoided.
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.As ' 'self preservation" is generally recog-

IJlzed as the first law of nature, it is therefore
both naturl),l and proper for us to inquire, what
are the impurides to be found in a sewer which
are so dangerous to health and so productive of
malarial and zv motic diseases? Sewer gas,
gener~lly speaking, is the vapor arising from
organIc substances uDdergoin~ decomposition,
beilJ g pro1uced most rapidly in the pre~ence of
~oisture, and in the abeence of light; and free
aIr.

Among the gasses most provalent in sewers,
and considered most deleterious to healtb, may
be mentioned carbonic acin,ni: rogen, sulphur-
€tted hydrogen, carburetted hjdrogen and
tainted organic vapor •

" Carbonic aCId" is a very heavy gas, and is
entirely unfit for respiration.

It is the result of various substances in fer-
ment and undergoing decompo8ition, and
when inhaled in medlum quantities in a con-
centrated form produces speedy death.

"Nit,rogen, " although nOli considered poison-
ous, will of it~elf not sustain life. When mixed
in certain quantities with OX} gen, it becomes,
the air which we breatbe.

'" Sulphoretted hydrogen" is a very poison-
ous .Iz;as,and is principally distinguhhed by its
disagreeable odor. It: also is the result of decom-
position of sewage which bas attained a certain
degree of putridity.

H Catburetted hsdrogen " is principally dan-
gerous on account of its explosive qualities
when mix€d with ordinary air. It IS formed to
some extent by vegetable matter in decomposi-
tion, under circumstances similar to those which
take place on low and marshy grounds, and is
also the result of leakage from gas pipes. Being
generally found in the lowest districts, it often
renders it hazardous to enter dark sewers with-
out taking some precautions to guard the lights
which are sometimes nE-CeS8ary to be used.

Tbe sewer gas which is considered most poi-
sonous and deleterious to the human system is
of a composition noC susceptIble of being clear-
ly defined. It is the pernicious etfectit has upon
the system, when in contact- with it, that be-
trays its presence and warns every person to
avoid It as they would disease itself.

Sewers in wbich the contents of water-
closets, sinks and stables are emptied are
always to be found filled with tbi3 gas, and
more €~pecially so where solid deposits have
been formed in the sewer and become thor·
oughly saturated with these foul substances.

Heat in sewers is another source by wb.ich
vast volumes of this gaB are generated con-
stantlY1 and in unventilated sewers its power
becomes irresistible.

1)nder these circumstances, it is important
t.hat wa should know what beconles of these
gases in un ventilated sewers.

The majority of dwellings along the line of
nearly all the sewers in this city are connected
with the main sewer by means of small lateral
drains, from four to six inches in diameter,
leading from the dwelling to the se wer. In
many cases, traps of various patterns ba.ve
been inserted in these lateral drain8. These of
themselves, if carefully watched, might be the
means of excludirig more or less gas from enter-
ing the house. HUG in numerous cases no such
traps exist, and there is an uninterrupted com ..
munication between the se'''er and tbe various
apartments of tbe houEe. It requires no expert
to inform you where this sewer gas has found a



hiding-place, and it is only a matter of time
when the fearful effects of it snaIl he fully ae-
veloped. Tbe acning heads, the prostrated,
shivering and debilita,ed forms of tbe inmates
of'that house tell you in emphatic t00es tha.t
the poisonous sewer gas bas entered theIr prem-
lees, permeal cd tbrougbolit every living and
sleeping apartmen.t, and bas become instilled
into their very systems. Woe to these familie~
thus situated, unless something be done imme-
diately to destroy this insidious enemy I Arethe
effects of this evil alarming enou~ h lO demand
instant precautions to be taken to prevent its
entrance into dwellin ~s? The diseases usually
resultIng to the Inmates of the house from tblS
conditio!l of the sewer are of those kinds ordi·
narily caufed by excrem~ntal poisonipg', and
known as scarlet fever, dlarrhcea, dlphtherla,
typhoid fever, etc. It is a D,oticeabl~ .fact that
wherever the w ater- closet ~ystem has been
connected with toe ~ewer8. the above men-
tioned diseases bave increased in const.quence
of freA communication between the dwelling
and the setNf'r.

Of typhoid tever a distinguished ph I sieia.n
say~: ;"it is very rarely, if ever, communI
cated by means of enlal1ations from t be bodies
of patl~nts affected wuh the diseuse. It doe'.)
not spread from cases in hospitals to tellow-
patients, nurses and medical attendants. Iso-
Lated cat es are numerous occnrring under CI1'-
cum stances which preclnde the po~sibili, y of
contagion. Its ~pecial cause may be a product
of the decornpcsltion of collections af human
e~crelDent. "

People oftenti mes Iive in fancied security ~
from tine fact that theJ have a trap inser,pd be-
tween the living and sleeping apartments and
the main sewer. Indeed. it is fancied security
only. An examination of their sewer may re-
veal the startJing fact to them. t ba,t tbeir traps
are entll~ly empty, and an uninterrupted cur-
rent of ~ewer gas is penetrating throu~hout
~very pori ion (It the bouse; and the question
ari~es: How did it occur? 'rbe trap has been
forced by tbe pressure of tbe gas upon it; the
increase of pressure bung due to the expan-
sions and C011tractionR of the air within the
sewer, caused by the ebb and flow o,f the sew-
age, together with the admission of heat; or
else they have been syphoned out by the action
of water passing tbrou~b tbem from the per-
pendicular waste pipes of the house. 1'0 this im-
portant question-~' The sanitary condition of
dwellings," we wIsh to devote a few words.

A system of sewerage is by no means com-
plete wben confined to the streets only, but its
greatest utility is apparent when the drainage
of the dwellings and the iDstan~ removal tbere-
from of all impurities produced by human ex-
istence may be easily, quickly and decently ef-
fected. The most important feature of a. well-
deSIgned dwelling is its system of plombing,
and to the end that f5uch a. system shall be
scientifically, perfectly and:fully carried out,
every energy and care should be dIrected; ehe
it were better that a single pipe or trap bad
never been put In placA. Some of tbe devices of
modern plumbing are as mi~cbievous in tbell"
effects as they are convenient; and especial
mention may be made of the water traps now
in ~eneral use, and connected wi&h wash-basins
and bath-tubs. It has teen a great mystery to
m,any people, especially those who have paid
out a few thousand dollars for (as they sup-
posed) a first class system of plumbing, why
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their apartments al was s ~eem€d to be fined
with a sickly and depressing atmospbere,
especially noticed on arisiug in tbe morning.
In most caEes, a careful examination of tbe
water traps in their wash-basins or hath· tubs
would reveal tbe fact to them that tbe traps
were entirely unsealed, and instead of being
the honest sentinelE standing on guard through
tbe long hours of lbe nignti to' protect the in-
roa es from dangpr, they prove themselves
treacherous to duty and'· freely admit into the
presence of the sleeping and unsuspicious vic-
tillS the gerlns of tbe most dreaded zymotic
dbeases. The principle upon wbich these traps
ale drawn out, t<ucked out, or syphoned out, as
it is most frequently termed. is as foHows, and
the simpiicity of the entire thing is at once ap-
parent : Water from a stationary ba~in is emp·
tied into the discnarge pipe, WblCh connects
with tLe ordinary H U" Ol" d t)" t.rap I at a
poin t several inches below t.be bo" t ')fL of the
basin. This colll.wn of water, completely tilling
tbe pipe, pasges into and through the trap, and
thence ioto the vertical discharge pipe. 1f the
column of water could be broken at the point
where it leaves the trap everythiug would then
be safe, ae the trap would remain filled witb
water. Bat tbe water, in, passing down the ver·
tical pipe, tends to pr@duce a vaCUUlll, which
is filled by the water being dra.wn from the
trap. It often bappens tllat persons, after using
t,he water in the basin, draw :it off and, to en-
sure safety, replace the plug in tbe bottom of
the basin. The danger is not obviated in the
least degree by this practice, as the gas from
the sewer finds its way into .lbe apartments
through the overflow pipe. How, then, may
this particular fault in the construction cf
plumbIng works be effected? For the informa-
tion of all people ~ho are in tbe habit of using
or applying the water traps which are ordinari-
ly furnished by plumberR, we desire to assert·
that they are a source of great danger- that
every trap of that kind ialiable to be syphoned
out where the trap itselt. the supply pipe and
the discharge pipe are of the same diameter.
The remedy 1S simple. .-rbe discharge pipe of
every trap should be made larger than the sup-
ply pipe. In tba't case the column of water,
after entering the trap, passes into a pipe of
greater diameter. This column of water is then
surrounded by a strata of atmosphere, which
renders the formation of a vacuum Bnd the'
consequent sypboning of the trap impos8ible.
Henc~, the soiallesli pipes in tbe entire system
connected ~ ith the traps shuuld be located in
the upper rooms of the house, and increasing
in size under each tra.p on each succe~sive lower
floor, down to the connection made WIth the
sewer.

In view of the many dangers arising from
allowing tbe impure air to pass into the d well-
ings] and the manifold uliseries it entails oil
th. se whom it comes in contac~ with, the in-
quiry is made: How may this alarming evil
aod its effects be avoided 1 We answer: by an
efficient and complete ventilation of all sewfrs,
by which means all impure air and gases may
become deodorized and made harmless by their
adunssiol1 to the outer air. The prIvate draIns
leading from t,be dwelling to the main sewer
should be carefully tralJped ;snd the pressure
of the gas within the main sewer being re-
lievfd by the ventilators, occupants of any
dwelling may rest, not in fancied, but in rEal
security.

The labors of your Committees
will not have been in vain if only a propo~ition in tan-
gible form results from their visit. We are aware of
the magnItude of the duties devolving upon us in the
effort to shape from the incongruous ideas evolved by
the discussion of the elevated raHway question in the
past few years something th,at will in the end prove a
remedy, .and that not an unsightly one, for the evils'
complained of. It is extremely difficult to reconcile
the dlfferpnt opinions prevailing In regard to this sub-
ject so as to calmly consider what promises to be a fair
compromise-one that will co no in iustice to either
party interested in the controversy. It is well enough
to state in toe out::,et that the Committees have not
taken Into consideration any plan or proposition that
will entail any tax upon the citizens.

On the advice of President Vanderbilt, Chief EDgi
neer 1:!'ishermet with yvur Committees, and that gen-
tleman spent the better part of one day with us ex-
hibiting and explaining the voluminous and exha.ust-
ive plans prepared by him. After sued meeting with

Wherp, at the street
crossings the elevation is giVEn. it will be understood
that the fi~ures express the heIg'bt from the present
roadway to the rails on the superstructure. The de-
pression of each street will, of course, g:ive more
elevation.

Mr. Fisher very frankly stated that the company

would prefer to ma.t;e the brIdges supported by col-
umns in the center of the streets. but that the style of
bridges at any of the street crossings had not been f e-
cided.upon.

But aboot three years since the fences were
partially removed and the street· opened and
dedicated to the public use, but has noli been
used much; and having grown up to grass, we
cannot find that the dedIcation has ever been
accepted; still the street hl opened and used oc-
casionally by the public. The commIttee tbink
the street, In a legal sense, is not a public high-
way to the extent to bind the city for any ac-
cident that might occur thereon; this street
runs from W ieger street north to Clifford
street; (;lifford street was repaired aud 2raded
the past summer; the gutters cleaned out and
made to cor'form tc. the grade of th~ street and
to carry off the water therefrom; tbis was de-
marded by the pablic and to subserve public
interests.

Tbe claimant states that he lives on the cor-
ner of W ieger and Dudley streets; that he was
quite familiar with the place where he got hurt;
that he had driven over i!i a number of times
prior to the accident and knew of lts exac
(;ondition; that at tbe time of faid accident he
was driving an empty open democrat buggy,
about 3 o'clock p. In. ~ that as be passed out of
Dudley street be drove • vel" the gutter (ac-
cording to bis own account) obliquely, one for-
ward wheel dropping into tbe gutter of Clif-
ford street first, which threw him off and
caused the injury.

Had this gentleman, knowing the condition
of both street and gutter, as he states he did,
taken the least care or used the usual precau-
tIon, no accident could have occurred. The
claiularit, therefore, by hiB inattention and
carel(~sness contributed wholly and solely to
the accident, for which the city is not account-
able. Had be used usual prudence and
driven direct acress the gutter) or even oblique-
ly acrcssit, no accident could have possibly
occurred.

Your Committee are of the opinion that the
claimant was entjrely at fault; that he did not
use that caution WhICh even. an ordina.rily pru-
dent man would have done.

Your Committee regret exc€edin~ly that
suchan accident should happen to Mr. Lay, but
we are entirely unanimous in the belief-taking
all things into consideration-tbat the tax pay-
ers of this city are under no obJigati.on what-
ever to reSj.ond to this claim. It is a mIstaken
idea and notIon that seems to be prevalent in
tbis community, that vwhen one is injured by
any means through their own \vant of care or
prudence, that tbe city should walk up and pay
their claim. In Alpany and New York, in the
outskirts of the city, here tbe streets and
walks are Dot in near 11S good condition as in
Rochester, has scarcely ever such a claim been
presented to the authorities for payment. In
New York, particularlY' ~ such claims are
scarcely ever heard of.

Your committee are therefore constrained,
under all the cireumstances and at every point
of VIew, to report adversely.

; In qoncluslon •.gentlemen, permit us to say,
in conscious innocence, tbat. we are wholly
iuiltless of any intentional wron, or violation
of law or duty. l'he Grand Jury of this
county, with access to aU the testimony
takeJl by· your committee, and as much
~ore as zealous and partigan prosecutors could
adduce', brought only technical charges aQainst
liS, not· involving SLY moral turpitude, and
.•~ch as could only arise from a misinterpreta-
tion or.wli'understfiDoing of tbe statutes. The

It will be seen that by the' provisions of the
section last quoted the Commissioners of Excise
of. the several towns and villages in this State
are prohibited from appointing a clerk of the
Board of Excise, buij not in cities.

Your committee again, at the request of
Chief-engineer Fisher, went to New York and had
another conference, and at that time took the whole
matter up in detail, each street crossing and all its
bearings from Goodman street to the Erie canal.
Your committee returned home with the J)romise
from the railroad authorities that we should have
the plans in a very short time fully completed (as
directed by your committee) to present to the two
joint committees for their approval (or rejection),
and then to this board and the people for their ap-
proval al~o. After another long delay, Chief~engi-
neer Fisher made another appointment to meet
your joint committees here, and he did so, pre-
senting the plans, and they met the approval of th
two committees. He took them to New York for
further consideration of President Vanderbilt, then
to be returned to us and be the property of the
board and the railroad company. So anxious at
that time to have the plans acted upon before our
IQ,stregular meeting of the council, we were asked
to have it left, .so the mayor could call a special
meeting for this speci::tl purpose. But instead
of receiving said plan his honor the mayor re-
ceived a communication from President Vanderbilt
that they would go forward with the work at once,
if the city would pay one-half of the expense of
.construction. This was a great surprise to your
committee, also to his honor the mayor,. as there
had nothing of the kind been talked of in connec-
tion with the elevated plan, onlywith the depressed
plan; andat the first meeting in NewYork Presi-
dent Vanderbilt was given to understand that un-
der no consideration would a ~roposition which
would entail any expense to the Cltybe considered.
The sentiment of your committee is that they have
been p"Q.toff from time to time unnecessarily, but
feel that it is no fault of ours, as we have endeav-
.oredto accomplish the object for which we were
.appointed, and your committee still think it is best
to follow the matter up, out of wnich must at some
future time get the most needed improvement de-
manded by so many of our citisens; and we still
hope to make a more favorable report before the
next nleeting of this board.

It will be remenllJered that in our first report it
was claimed there was a deficiencyof $432,50in the
cash account of 1873. On February 2d-previous
to the report being made-a conference was had
with Messrs. Mutschler, Baker and Whittlesey in
relation to this matter, and it was agreed that the
commissioners should employ an expert account-
ant, Mr. Leutchford, to examine the accounts to
ascertain whether the discrepancy could be ac-
counted for, and, if not, they promised to make
good the deficiency. It was this circumstance that
restrained the committee from referring, in their
former report, to the matter as fully as the facts
appeared to warrant.
CASHDEFICIENCYNOTSATISFACTORILYACCOUNTED

JrOB.
Mr. Leutchford' s report has been received and

carefully considered; and he has also given testi-
mony under oath as to his personal knowledge of
the excise commissioner's books, their methods of
keeping the same, his relation therewith, and, es-
pecially as to the figures and conclusions of the re-
port referred to. It may as well be said at once
that the opinion of the committee is unshaken, that
the deficiency claimed, viz.: $432.50, is due the
city and should be promptly paid.

It is due to Mr. Luetchford to say that· in answer
to the question, "Did you regard yourself as the
book keeper of the excise commissioners?" he
made the following reply: "I at no time con-
sideredmyself as book keeper for the. excise com-
missioners. Bad I been employed in that capacity
the books would have been accurately kept. I re-
garded myself simply as a copyist for them, and
made these entries at their dictation. ' ,

It may be further said that according to this
gentleman's testimony, the ledger. account of 1873
was not written up until "about July, 1874,_" and
then from memoranda furnished· by Mr. Whittle-
sey, and "1Jossibly," is the testimony, ' , from
Mr. Whittlesey's passbook." It 'further apI>ears
that the ledger was not finally balanced until about
eight or ten weeks ago~a period subsequent to the
commencement of the investigation of the excise
irregularities. But we cannot in this report go into
further details on this subject; our· conclusions,
after a careful sifting of the facts and the evi-
dence, is above given, and need not be repeated ..

PARTIALPAYMENTSANDOTHERPAYMENTS.
In our previous report reference was made to the

fact that in 1876the amount of receipts for partial.
payments was less than $200,as apl'ears by the
books; whilst :001' the years immediately preceding,
large amounts are accounted for under this head,
averaging $1,500and upwards, yearly. Noexplan-
ation of this sudden falling off has been given 01'·
attempted; and it remains an unsolved problem,
with many another inexplicable and inexcusable
affair. Again, on the testimony of Mr. Mutschler
it appears that in 1876,the year Mr. Whittlesey's
term expired (May1st)by wayof accounting for the
largely increased expenditures of this year, he
gave, amongst others, this explanation: ' ,We told·
him (Mr. W.) he should settle up with the clerk and
take as luuch for officerent as he thought right. ' ,
The amount "thought right, " as appears by the
books,was $228,for "rent and cleaning. " Another
sum of $119, a similar charge, for 1875,is now
claimed. It further appears that previous to hold-
ing the excise meetings .at Mr. Whittlesey's office,
they were held at the mayor's office, where there
is, and was, ample accomrilOdation,and that the
change was made solely to suit the convenience of
Mr. Whittlesey.

We have here additional proof of the inconsid-
erate manner of conducting public business and
the disregard of all legal restraints imposed by
statute in relation to expenditures. It implies, too,
a generosity in dealing with public funds which we
cannot think would be practiced in these gentle-
m.en's private affairs•

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tional pay. The first information that his .salary
had been raised from $150 to $600a year was com-
municated to him by Mr. Mutschler. The salary
of the commissioners in April, H77, had been re-
duced from $1,000to $500per annUIn, and they
were apparently bound to avenge the insult in some
way. Four hundred dollars a year was deemed
the worth of Michaels's services in Mutschler's
business, he giving all his time for this com.-
pensation. When the last named gel1tlelnenwas
asked the question, "How much time does he
(Michaels)devote to the excise affairs?" the answer
was, "I cannot tell. ' , The evidence, however, is
that two or three hours a week would sufficefor all
the labor performed by this $600a year clerk. The
commissioners were very careful, too, not, to
burthel1 him with any," dirty work. ' , Evans,
Brown and Goulding were" employed, it would
seem, for such services. What the "dirty work"
was, in part at least, may be seen from the follow-
ing question and answer, "Can you tell us whv:1\'1r.
Micliaelsdid not perfornl this service of delivering
notices?" "We never told him to do it; we did
not want him to do it; .we want somebody a little
sharper than he is to do this dirty work. ' , He at
least, it appears, was to have clean hands in this
excise business, no matter whose were soiled.

LENNON'S STORY OF "WAYS THAT .ARE DARK. ' ,
Since the first report of your committee, another

witness-James Lennon-has been examined un-
del' oath, and has given testimony which, were it
only a single instance of ",vays that are dark" in
the misdoings of the board, would be deemed start-
ling; but as the case stands to";daybefore the pub-
lic,no additional evidence is required to strengthen
the existing condemnatory verdict of the people.
. Briefly sta,ted,the following facts appear in Len-.

non's testimony; In April, 1876,he applied for a
license. Mr.Fenner wrote out his application, and
it was left with the commissioners. In the fall of
the sallie year; a conversation took place about this
license. Kennon says: "I told him that I had not
got the money for that license. ' , Fenner replied,
•'not to be in any pa:rticular hurry, " he would
notify ,him before taking any proceedings. And
thus the Irlatter stood until 187'7~ when proceedings
were commenced against him in the police court
for selling liquor without a license. The case never
came to trial: it was adjourned ten or twelve days.
Fenner in the meantime told him that if the money
was paid during the adjournment the Inatter would
be dropped. The fee-thirty dollars-was paid
about ten months after the license was applied for,
and that ended the case, at that time.

The months roll by; an investigation of the irreg-
ularities and derelictions of duty of the excise
board is in progress. Peter J. Leonard had ldi-
vulged what he knev~-about the rnysteries of excise
legislation. The story was a very damaging one to
the cOIrlmissioners;the handwriting was s~en on
the wall, and this kind of testilnony must be sup-
pressed if possible.

At 2 o'clock, December 26th, 1878,the examina-
tion of Mr. Fenner, concerning his knowledge of
excise affairs, was resumed. The committee had
expected his presence earlier in the day; but as
now &Ppears,he was otherwise engaged. About
12 o'clock, this sanle day, Lennon testifies that
Mr. Fenner called at his residence and tried-very
successfully-to refresh his m.emorv about
a \,. little matter' 1 which occuri'ed dur-
ing the previous year. ' 'Do you recol-
lect, ' , said he, as he seated himself by the
stove, "that there was a little matter back in re-
gard to costs when you paid us the thirty dollars?' ,
Of course Lennon remembered the "costs" and
other matters to his cost. ' , Well, " was the re-
ply, in substance, "take these thirty dollars (they
Werenot pieces of silver), but keep mum about it;' ,
and he obeyed the injunction, it is presumed, until
the sacredness of an oath unsealed his lips.

THE BAKER AND MUTSCHLER "ANSWER."
It is perhaps not surprising' that some' attenlpt

should be made by the commissioners to defend
themselves against the almost universal condemna-

,n under which they are SUffering;but such plea

•
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as they have :putforth is so ,feeble and evasive that.
a reply to theIr effort is really·not called for, in any:
very serious mood, at least. . That they have Itlade
no better defense strongly indicates that they hav&
either been unfortunate in the choice of an advO':'
cate, or else that their case was so hopeless or in-
defensible that no ingenuity of the special pleader \
or device of the sophist could manage to frame a.
more plausible reply; the latter is no doubt the
reasonable conclusion. A careful, or even casual
reading of the paper will show that in no single in~
stance are the issues squarely or fairly met or pre-
sented; and this being, as we believe, the general
opinion of intelligent readers, we shall not waste'
time in reviewing it seriatim, but allude to a few
points only by 'wayof showingthe general charac-
ter of the so-called "answer," its quibbles, mis-
statements, declamatory affirmations and trans-'
parent gloss.

And, first, as to the cash account. Thesegentle-
men illforul us that the official duty imposed upon
thmn by lalv "requires the very simplest and yet '
the n10st perfect account of all cash received;"

Indeed, the lawon
the subject of books and entries in them was al-
most entirely ignored ; and "simple" and "per-
feet" as it is now broadly intimated, if not as-.
serted, the register was kept, it is a notable fact
that when Mr. Baker was examined on the subject
of its contents he absolutely knew nothing about,
the matter.

of the EXCIse Investifl;at.ing Committee ~UbfDit-
ted to your honorable body on the 12til1 inst.
That report in ~uQstance charges that there is
a balance of $432.50 remaining in tbe bands of
the Commissioners for the years 1873'-6. This'
assertion I pronounce Wholly and wantonly
false, in general and in detaIl, and, on tbe con-
trary thereof, I afli.r;-m.tha.t all my books of ac-
count submitted to that committee are duly
balanced and show a proper disposition of every



dQ1bI,rreceived. The minority of that commit ..
tee, howover, by arbitrarily rejectin~ items
tbere appearing, by taking portions only of
one book, and by disallowing another, claims
that he finds the discrepancy above indicated.

In proof of the spirit of biased partisanship
which has influenced the minority of the com-
mittee, in at leafit this por~ion of nis report, it
IS only necessary to state that two secular days
after the agreement of February 2d to refer the
matter to an expert accountant, during wbich
the books were refused to bis examinatIon upon
bis request therefor, the first report to YQur
honorable body on thit5 subject was made,
which contained the same charge of a deficiency'
and recommending immediate suit to recover
the stJ.me.

dence, but by a preconceived opinion ~ that he
ha~accepted ideas as tacts, and received as 'real
the suggestions of his imagination; that with
him an unbiased investigation is an Impossible
process, and that he can see nothing but what
he ha$ already determined is to be seen. '
,~I indi~nantly deny that' out' of the nearly

$70,000 public money received hy that board
during its term one single dollar remains unac-
counted for" and I take this opportunity of
affirming that Dever' in the' history of the city

" has a larger sum been paid into tbe treasury,
or a smaller amount been expended in disburse~
ments, by' any Boa.rd of' E,xcise than by the
one with which I was connected. Much of the
labor for which tha~ Board bad a legal right to
employ assistance and counsel was performed
by its members that so the largest pos81ble.suUi,
might be covered into, the City Treasury. I
have not the slightest fear of any result of any
impartial inquiry into my personal conduct of
that trust., aDd invite your'honorable body, if
1 bere remaint' in your minds the Jepst doubt
upon this subject to appoinn' a fair committe,
)rea from bias or prejudice. charged with the
duty of' su~h a;'n investigation. Or, if that.

\course be deemed unadvisable, let an aCGion
be instituted to !',recover the alleged de-
ficiency. I will gladly, in such case, con-
sent to an immediate reference in order
to expedite matters, to the Honorable Henry
R. ~elden, James L~ Angie, or other first-ciass
member of the profes8ion~ and will there
promptly show the utter baselessness of the
charge. Before such a tribunal I should have
the opportunity I have not yet had, of cross-
examining witnesses, of presenting such testi-
mony as I might deem important, and finally,
bnd more than all,of obtaining that simple jus-
tice which, wbile the right of every citizen, has
been thus far denied.

time. By this method I have endeavored to
protect the city as wen as the taxpayer, so
that, while assistance might be granted, the
eity would receive its just dues.

In making searches, dividing of. ts...{es and
other important duties developed within a few
years, the value of a correct city map demon ~
strates itself daily.

The attention of your honorable body has
been frequently called to the city charter; and
it h a pertinent fact in this connection to state
that many of the laws I am acting under to-day
are noti embodied in the latest charter provided
by the city.

Act after act is being passed every year,
sometimes affecting this office and sometimes
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other depar ..ments of the city government, and
no official notice is given any of us of such
changes.

The legislation requisite for this office twenty
years ago is inadequate to its practical manage-
ment to-day. ..,

A com plete a~d careful revision and amend-
ment of the charter is imperative to all city of-
ficials required to act under it.

Since my connecti ')D .with the city govern-
ment I bave effected large savings and profits
to the Clty, amounting to $100,000 or therea-
bout@. It bas been properly credited, the city
has bad it, and it i~· a record to-day; yet the
bulk of responsibility in the management of the
finances of the cit v is entirely voluntary, and
to toe party performing it, unsatisfactory.
Where profitable results are attained, it; is
complaceJ.tly accepted; but for an error of
judgment or disastrous termination of any
efforfi not authorized or required by la w, little
charity would be ext~nded to a volunteer in
n'y po~i'.ion ; aG the same time I feel justIfied
in my efforts by tbeJl' (to ule) fortunate termi-
nation. .

MY'salt1 for general city taxes, at this time)
needs so much labor-a fl'eque.fiG revisiou being
necessary to the eliminatiou of all taxes paid
previous to tbe sale-tbat, if this reporli is not
as complete as you would Wish, I f.i81; your
kindly consideration; but I hope a!.ld believ
you will find it correct and satisfactory.

Eaeh year that I am here, the complications
seem to increase, but as I have in the past, I
will endEavor in the future, to do the best I
can ; and I ask of your JIonorable Body- and
the Finance Committee for the coming year,
for c{)unsel and supporT.; in my efforts to con-
duct this office properly and for the best inter-
ests of the city. .

inferred the responsibilities and labors of your
committee the past year. Many obstacles have
confronted us in the prosecution of our work,
but these we bave met and so far as possible
overcome; to the end that the Poor Departmen t
might be administered with that prudence and
economy which the reformatory spirit of tbe
times so unmistakably demands. Reference
need bardlv be made to the length and severity
of the winter, which, setting in early, is even
now departing with unu~ual reluctance. For
labor, whether skilled or nnskilled, there bas
been little demand. 8cores of families-indeed,
we might almost say bundre18-who formerly
lived in moderate abundance have been forced
to appeal for aid. A pitiful sighti, and yet a sad
but reliable commentary on the extreme pov-
erty of the poor has been daily witne~sed in the
crowds of common laborers who have besieged
tbe office of the Executive Board, clamoring in
vain for employ ment at any wages. And in
this conneclion it may be in order 1i0 say that
the apPl"opriation made by your Honorable
Body for the employment of poor laborers at
breaking stone, and wbicb, if placed at the dis-
posal of your committee or th:tt of the Over ..
seer of the Poor, migbt\have rendered self·sup-
porting a l~rge num ber of families otherwise
dependent, bas, we regret to say, proved of no
benefit to the class for which it was eVidently
designed. So, too, mechanics of every class,
and in some instances even merchants who till
recently never dreamed of want, overtaken by
mhfortune, have bad no resource but the Poor
Office. In some sections of the city sickness, es-
pecially in the form of malarial and otber fevers,
has rendered admission to the various hospi,tals
absolutely imperative. In all these cases,
however, the department has been gufded,
not alone by a feelin~ of humanity, but alEo
by a keen Ilppreciation of the embarrassing
burdens of taxation and a sl>lrit of strict in-
tegrity in the discharge of duty. In many in-
stances the condition of tbese sick poor bas
teen simply deplorable, calling for such nurs-
ing and medical treatment as could not be
rendered them outside tbese institutions. If,
tberefore, the amount paid the hospitals for
the entertainment of this class appears swollen
beyond reasonable limits, let it be remembered
that tbe amount is really' smail as compared
with the number apparently in need of such
aid. The intern9.1 administration of tbe peor
department we ha.ve watched with becoming
~vi~llance, so that advantage might be taken of
-every opportunity to render its workings more
efficient. In the vnrchase of merchandize of. 60 -
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every description great care has been exer-
cised alike as to quality and price, and goods
delivered at the department not strictly in
accordance with contract bave been promptly
returned. In the matter of ~boes tbe experi-
ence of the year bas convinced us, and this ex-
perience we commend to our successorEl, that
mucb greater economy would result from tbe
wholesale purchase of that commodity, es-
pecially if d~alt out at the department on par ..
ticular da.ys and by the overseer.in pertlon. It
is hardly necessary to add, for the fact is no,w
generally known, that aId in any form is never
rendered till after tbe real condition of the ap·
plicant is carefully scrutinized and reduced to
writing, a work requirIng time. labor, and,
above aU, a clear insigbt to human nature in
its multitudinous and ever varying phases. In
fine, we flalJter ourselves that, all things taken
into account, tbe present annua.l report will
bear a fa.vorable financial comparison with
tbat of any prec€din~ year.

MR. PRESIDENT: I rise to a question of

privilege, and ask the Clerk to read the fo1-
lowiug: When I introduced the resolution
calling upon the Overseer of the Poor to report
certain matters, I had only the good of the city
and the interests of our citizens at heart. I had
no personal end to serve.

As a member of the Poor Committee, mat-
ters bad attracted my attention which Idid not
understand, and wbich I believed would be new
to all the members of the Board, such as the
purcbasing of goods at wholesale, at low prices,
and retailing tbem to the poor at a large ad-
vance. I could not see the advantag;e gained
in so dOing, and thought tben, and do now,
that i.t was an unbusiness like way of conducting
business. I did Dot charge anyone with being
dishonest; but the following day there ap-
peared in the public prints an article over the
signature of the Overseer of the Poor, which
throws out insinuations of dishonesty on my
part in the purchase of certain quantities of
flour.

The affidavit presented herewith disproves
the in.direct chat'ge of Mr. Schutte. At a
former meeting of the Common Council, when
the" wormy flour" matter was b:tought ·up by
Ald. Vay, the statement was made, and it was
true, that the "wormy flour" was purchased
by the Chairman 01 the Commi ttee from Mr...
Mertz, and when the fact was diec( ~ered, it~
was replaced with good flour. The Jverseer,
instead of contenting himself with obeying the'
directions of tbe Common Coun cil, rushes into·
prInt to attack me. I have waited until his
report should be presented, that I might see
how, as a publIc servant holden to ·tbe Council
~or the faithful discharge of his duties. he has-
p~rformed sucb duties. And I consider it my
right and duty to criticize the acts of all public-
servants, and if there is any intentIonal wrong
shown on their part, to reprove them. The
manner in which goods have bf en dispensed at
the poor store, bUj'ing tea at 22'cents and deal-
ing it out to the poor at 28 cents; flour at $4.75
and dealing it out at $6.50; rice at 6~ cents
dealt at 8 cents; beans at $1.25 dealt at $1.50,
is all wrong, and I cannot see how it ad van-
tageth anyone, particularly the city.



1.'he ramor has been current that parcels of
goods were of short; weight. I have heretofore
entered my protest, an~ do now, against the
practice of the Overseer giving out orders on
grocers to deliver to the holder of the order
groceries at retail prices, when the. goods were
in the poor store, and bad been purchased at
very low rates. The city's ioterests were cer-
tainly not subserved in doing tnat kind of bus-
iness; the pU.·chbse had nOli received the sanc-
cion of the committee, and was all wrong.

Your Spbcial Committee, flppointed to act in

conjunction with the E:x;ecutive Board in the
expenditure of the sum of five thousand dollars,
appropriated for the purchase of stone a-sd the
payment for the labor of breaking the same into
McAdam material, beg leave to report:

That they met with tbe Executive Board at a
time appointed and devised means for carrying
out the object and purpose of your Board In
making tbe approprIation.

Your CommittEe caused printed orders to be
procured, and no applicant obtained labor ex-
cept upon such orders, w bicb were issued only
by the mem bers of your Committee. A fore·
man and an a~S]8tant '\l{ ere employed and given
charge of directing the work. A clerk was also
employed by the Executive Board, whose duty
it wa~ to keep a register of aJl orders issued, tu
Dum bel" the same, take the tIme and amount of
labor performed as rendered by tne foreman,
and payoff the laborers as they severaily fin-
ished breaking the amount of stone allotted to
them.

All the measurements have been made under
the supervision of the City 8urveyC'r, and all
ordf?rs for the paym ent of money for labor· or
material have been drawn by the Execative
Board.

A considerable amount of relief has by this
expedient been afforded to worthy laborers who
could not otherwiee have obtained \i\' ork or the
necessary means of subsistence for their fami-
lies; and nothwiths~andlng that tbe Poor De-
partment has not, accor(Jin~ to recent annual
report, experienced any relief from this outlay,
it is in accordance with tbe know ledge ae d be-
lief of your committee that tbe men to whom
this employment is' furnished would, of
necessity, have been compelled to call upon the
Poormaster for aid had not such employment
been given them.

Your committee feel satisfied that the expen-
diture bas been judiciously made, and that
while it has afforded great relief to. the needy
poor without the stigma of pauperism beiD?;
connected with it, it haq placed the city in pos-
session of a larg:e quantity of material in con-
stant demand, and for the purchase of which
large sums are required to be paid yearly to
meet the demand upon the Street Department
for material to repair, maintain and keep in
good condition the avenues and Macadamized
streets of the city.

efits which were so laVishly promised from the
construction of the State Line Railroad
and' for. ~~ich this city so heavily
bonded Itself. The completion of the
road duri.ng the past year IS an even't
of no small importance. And while:
we dre upon" Railroad matters," although
we may regret that it was not for our Board to.
WItness the consummation of some improved
system of railroad tracks through the heart of'
our city, yet we may pride ourselves on the-
progress achieved. and trust that the new
Board will take up· and successfully carry for~
ward the good work. .

It is each year's tax levy which the masses of
the.people watch with greater interest, and by
W hlCb they measure the usefulness and fidelity
of the Common Council.
