GENTLEMENOF THE COMMONCOUNCIL:-

Having now fairly entered upon your duties,
it is my pleasure to welcome you as the repre-
sentatives of the people of this city. To you
and to me great cares and weighty responsi-
bilities have been confided. The honor of con-
ducting the affairs of our municipal govern-
ment, and all the legislative functions con-
nected with the same have been entrusted to
us. In the discharge of these obliga-
tions we should be governed simply by
a desire and a determination so to
rule as to promote the growth and
prosperity of the community in which
we dwell. Stimulated by this senti-
ment' we ~nter upon a career which
I trust when ended will leave the municipal
affairs of Rochester better for our administra-
tion of them, and, following the course w llich
law and precedent has heretofore marked out,
I now submit

MYANNUALMESSAGE.
Having of late years gone very fully into

the minutest details connected with city mat-
ters, it would seem unnecessary for me to
again traverse the same ground; still, to
fully call your attention to the inlportance of
our work requires that facts and figures be pro-
duced for our guidance. The large amount
annually paid by the people for the support of
local govermnent, make it incumbent upon us
to scrutinise in a most careful manner every
official act we are called Upon to perform.

THE PUBLIC SCHOOLS
would seem to demand our first attention. We
read that in early times, and among. rude
races, education and instruction were matters
of domestic concern. Among the ancient
Jews, parents were strictly enjoined to in-
struct their children in the pre-
cepts of the law, the fear of God, .
and in the history of the people. That read-
ing and writing formed a part of their educa-
tion may be inferred from their being in-
structed to write the precepts of the law upon
their door posts, so that they might be read
by all. When schools were first instituted, it
was for educating the higher classes of society.

One of the advantages of the system in this
country is, that the whole population is made
to take a direct personal interest in the busi-
ness of education, and to carry it on in the
way best suited to supply the general wants,
to teach men from their earliest childhood,
their duties and their rights. That some idea
may be had of the expense of conducting the
public schools of Rochester, the following
statement of disbursements commencing April
1, 1876, has been prepared:

It has not been the
experience of the health office to receive so few
cOlnplaints in a llurnber of years, as during the
nine months just past. rrhe following summary of
the work done, and expense incurred, during the
past nine 11Ionths, will explain itself, and
show the character and results of the
work performed in this department:

Froln June 21, to 1881,to 1\1arch 30, 1882,there
were collected 30,320 barrels. The weight of this
garbage was 3,032tons

'Thecost of its collection and renloval was $9,191,
or at a cost of 3033-100cents per barrel (the barrel
filled weighs 200 pounds.)

In the 235working days included in this period, the
board has paid for 1,516days'. work for teams,
which would nlake an average of about six teams
per day employed to collect the garbage of the
city.

This statmnent shows the exact cost of the work
and the satisfactory character of the system
adopted. It should also serve as a correct guide
to the board of common council in making esti-
nlates for the garbage collection for the coming
year.

Special reference was also made by another
medical gentleman to an institution in
which fifty cases of typhoid fever occurred,
and by means of the chloride of lithium test
it was found that the water used from an
old well, althoagh 500 feet away from the
hospital, could be poisoned, and without
doubt wa.s the source of the contamination
which caused the outbreak, for from it the
water drank by the inmates of the institution
was taken.

Many other similar cases might be cited did
time permit, but I will close this branch of my
message by adding: Let us do everything pos-
sible to preserve the public health.

POLICE.

Peace and good order and the prevention of
crime add much to the reputation and pros·
perity of a city. During the past year the
discipline of the force has been maintained,
and, with but few exceptions, its members have
been vigilant and faithful.

The editor of the Medical Record, a weekly

Journal of nledicine and surgery says:
Dr. 'Villiam S. King, surgeon United States army,

has written us a letter in which he claims that the
arrival and departure of locomotives, with their
attendant trains, in the vicinity of our towns and
cities, may account for the non-occurrence of mal-
arial effects in localities where an the necessary
conditions for their development seem to be fur-
111Rhed.While selecting a place of residence for
hi~ family, his attention was called to West Phil·
adelpnia, that portion of it adjacent to the Schuyl-
kill river. On inquir} he ascertained thatnotwith-
standing the nearness of the low lands, the resi-
dents enjoyed immunity from malarial affections.
The theory he advances in support of the fact is
as follows: the heated locomotives, by continually
passing through the infected distrICts, rarefy the
air, and create a constant atmospheric disturbance
by inducing warm upward currents, such currents
acting with the pure air which rushfs in from all
directions, as agents in the dispersion or annihi-
lation of the Dliasmatic influence. As this is the
first allusion made to the effect of such agencies
on malaria, it is one "vhichjustly claims attention,
in order that the theory given above may be ver-
ified or disproved according as the testimony of
those who are favorably situated, proves to be in
favor of or adverse to it.

Your Committee is of the opinion that the adoption
of such an ordinance is inadvisable. The only theory
upon which such leg;islat1on as this can be justified is
that it is necessary fol.'the protection and safety of
people passing along or being in the streets. \Vbile
horses hllve been frightened bv the vlaving- of bands
and accidents have reSUlted, the danger from this
sourCf>is not so ~reat as to call for this measure.

Your CommIttee, therefore. l'ecommend that action
upon the proposed amendment be indefinItely post-
poned.

almost certain to destroy more or less of the ex-
pensive apparatus located in the central office and
upon which tne whole system oepends.

The streets and avenues proposed to be crossed are
now unimproved, and tne portions of the two wards
througb. Which the line of the Belt road runs are
sparsely populated are relnote from he business cen-
tre of the city and now without railroad facilities.

Having ,-:al'efuHyconsidered (jhefOreg~ing facts a~d
the argument.s fOl'and against the: petitIOn of the raIl-
way company we havp, reached the following conclu~
sion:

necessary obstacles soall be put in the way of the con-
stru,~tion of what promises to be important railroad
projects, giving to our Citizens additional railroad fa-
cihties.

The Belt Railroad makes a direct conlmuni.cation
with. the Rome, Watertown & Ogdensburg Railroad.
thus opening to tbe business and traveling public a di-
rect connection with the counties bO~'dering'on Lake
Ont'irio, to the northeastern and northwestern parts
of our tltate and to the provinces or Ontario and Que-
bec .

Facilities for reaching those points from Rochester
are now unsatisfactory and insufficient.

The completion of tbis road to Summerville willful'-
nish anotner and 111.11C11 needed route to:places of pleas-
ant and heaJthful resort on Lake Ontario.

As to crossing' North St. Paul straet at grade the Di-
rectors assert they have no such intentions and as a
gl'acle crossing- on North St. Paul st, will :necessitate a
grade crossing on Lake avenne, we believe the Com-
mon Conncil can be 8afely trusted never to consent to
f'ither, In order. however, to protect fully and fairly
the rights of the remonstruLts and all other citizens,
we recommond that the reSOlution nov':rbefore the
Common Council be aciopted.

Board, together with a report thereto from tbe City
Surveyor, relating to renumbering the various build-
ings in tbe city, haying been l'efene (l to this commit-
tee at a meeting of the Common Council held August
2~d, 188~, the follOWing report is respectfully sub-
mitted:

At a meeting of tbe Map and Survey Committee he~d
September 12th. 1882,the City Surveyor gave an out-
line of the work to be done, the necessity of doilJg it
accurately, and the value of the records relating to
such ,"vorlr, to tbe Surveyor's and Asse8sors' depart-
ments. The plan subnlitted to the committee for
prosecutin~ the wor~ rapidly, yet ensuring accuracy
and economy, is briefly described as follows, viz~
Divide the cUy into four sections. making the Gen-
esee River the dividing line from north to south, and
Main street and West avenue from east to west.

One party of men is needed for each Station, and
each party should be composed of three men. Two
men should make all of the measurfments, the
statistics bEin~ kept by the third man. and under
whose charge the party sboula be while in the field,
and all of the parties to be directed and controlled by
the City Surveyor. As many thousand frontages will
have to be measured, the records relating to them



r wIll be voluminous, and should be kept in books

It is absolutely necessary that the proposed workbe

performed accurat~ly in order to insure any benefits
therE'from; and the chief of each party espeC'i lIly,
sbould be a man of g00d judgment in relation to de-
termining property lines, and be tho~oughly ac-
quaint ed WIth the various subdivisions of property in
tlJe section under his charge .

.After the ler gtbs of each individuaJi frontage has
been accurateJy ascertained, anti the 1st, 2d, 3d. 4th,
5th, 6(h, 7th and 12th columns of the book of recoTds
have been filled out by the various surveying parties,
it will then be necessary for some other ~utboriti2S
to adjust tile proper· numbers to the various lots of
lands and buildil,1gs, and. represent such numbers in
columns 8, 9, 10 and 11 of the records. It "'ill be seen
that what appears at first sight to be of little labor to
perform, really is of conSIderable magnitude, and
will require no little care and good jUdgment to do
the work accurate!\'o AS one of the benefits to be de-
rived from tnese l:ecords, aRide from their value in
numbering buildi11gS, may be mentioned tt1eir use to
the assessors.

Collunn ~o. 3 will ~ive tt.e number of feet front
owned or occupied by any individual, and as local as-
sessments are mostly based on the frontage of a nrop·
erty. the assessors have only to examine that colUlun
todetermine the accuracy of their Assessment Rolls.
A~ no city map is in existence that gi9"es tile frontage
of the various lots and parcels of land in the city, this
reference will be of much value to them. in prepal"lng
and adjusting various assessments.

I am assur-
ed that the matter of license has had nothing to do
with it, but owing to the present high price of. new
milk cows and feed. Within the last few day£!. feed
(Brewers grains) have advanced nearly 25 per cent. If
milk does not go higher than seven cents this winter.
our citizens may well rest satisfied. It has been seven
cents in Detroit and Buffalo all summer, and is now
ten cents in New York, Brooklyn, and Jersey City.

My relations with the milkmen have been, and still
are, entirely pleasant. Tbey are generally a wide
awake. industrious and ambitious class of young men.
bound to get on well in the world. I am always glad
to listen to a1."lY suggestions they have to make, but
for advicb and positive instructions it bas been my
custom to consult the City At.torney, your honorable
President, and other members of the Council.

ViTe have l1Iet several
tinle~ with representatives of the R:)che~ter Elec-
tric company al'.d the Brush Electric Light coru-
pauy, and have received proposals frolll each
C01Tlpany, the Brush Elect1'ic Lig:ht cOlnpany be-
ing, tbe lo"west bidders. vVe also find upon inquir-
ing that of the many cities now lighted with the
electric light none are being lighted as chea.ply as
our city has been offered- Tbis is owing fO the
eompany getting such good water power here.
Your con1.1uittee have been over the fol-
lowing territory and counted the gas
lam'0s which would be displaced if
lighted by the electric light; Exchange street,
from Erie depot to l'tlain street; State strep:t to
Lyell ave.; Vincent ptace, from State st. to North
St. Paul st. ~ North 8t.

GENTLEMEN: The Executive Board. would respect-

fully call your attention to the rU1TIOrs(which ap-
pear to be well founded) that the Genesee Valley
Canal railroad conlpany, or its lessee, t.he Buffalo,
New York and Philadelphia railroad company, in-
tends, in violation of law and its contract with the
city of Rochester, to take up its track now laid in
the bed of the abandoned Genesee Valley canal,
from some point near Troup street to the Erie
canal, and does not intend to maintain.
and operate the said portion of its road
as required by act chapter 026, Laws of 1880, but
does intend to flood or flow with water from the
Erie canal, said portion of the said abandoned bed
of the Genesee valley canal. 'Ihat portion of the
Genesee valley canal se,ver from b point about
seventy-five feet north of 'Vest avenue, extending
southward, and but lately cOlnpleted, is not con-
structed in such a manner as to sustain and retain
a body of water upon or over it., nor can it be made
to do so, without being entirely reconstructed, and
upon a different plan. With this proposed action
of the railroad company accomplished, the con-
ditions of the contract or agree men t between said
company and the city of Rochester made with
reference to the removal of Troup street bridge
and approaches cannot be carried. out. (See page
140 of COllInon-council proceedings.)

The Executive Board on behalf of the taxpayers
of the city of Rochester protests against permitting
this action by said railroad con1pany, and would
recOlnmend that the city attorney be 'instructed to
institute such legal proceedings at once as may be
necessary to prevent the same.

This necessitates the consuuction ot a bridge to span
both river and railrQad, and at such a height as will
not interfere with the traffic of the road.

Mr. Chanute, the Chief engineer. bas informed me
by letter, that the 'Jompany intend rai~illg the grade
of the tracks at tha,t point two feet, and that they
require 19 feet and 8 inches head way between the top
of the iron rail. and the lowest portion of any bridge.

This will necessitate for the approach to the .oridg-e
east of Exchange street, a grade of one foot rise in 7~
feet, which is quite impracticable.

Such eStimate was made on the basis of the then
existing contracts with tne several gas companies and
the estimated amount was $70,OUO. The amount
placed in the tax levy was $55.0UO. Immediately after
the adoption of the tax levy for the current year, viz.,
July 1st, the contracts with the gas companies ex-
pired.

Proposals for lighting the gas lamps for the present
year were received and by direction of the Common
Council a contract (the best that c>lnld be obtained)
was entered into at an advance of five dollars per lamp
per year for the hm ps on the west side of the river
and two donars per lamp per year on the east side,
making a total increase of cost of lighttng gas lamps
over last yearof nearly ten thousand dollars.

From the above statement you will see that the
amount raised is insufficient for the proper maintain·
ance of the La.mp Depa.rtment and as the Lamp Fund
will be nearly exhausted when the January bills are
paid, and a carefaL estimate shows that fift.een thou-
land dollars iI}.addition to the balance in the fund
will be required to meet obligations to May 1st.

To the Honorable the Common Council of the City oj

Rochester:
Your charter amendment committee to which,

was referred the proposed amendment to sections
---eight and eighty-three, of the city charter, relat-
ing to the creation of the office of assessors of per-
sonal property and relating to assessments, hereby
reports. Your committee has considered said
proposed amendment and gave to representatives
of the Tax-Payers association a hearing. After a
careful examination of the matter your committee
is of the opinion that said proposed amendment is
ill advised and should not be adopted. The reasons
for this opinion among others are, briefly, as fol-
lows:

First-An additional expense would be made by
reason of the increase in the number of assessors.

Second-The proposed alnendruent would not
harmonise with other provisions of the charter.

Third-The creation of the office of assessor of
personal property would not aid in the ob-
taining of the relief sought, as it is not
claimed but that the board of assessors as now
constituted could accomplish the same result.

Fourth-The appointment of assessors of person-
al property is something which has, so far as your
committee has been able to learn, never been done
in any city 01· town of this state, and a change so
radical· should only be made after a full and careful
consideration of the whole matter by the people. -
Such consideration the people have not given to
the proposed legislation.

Your committee learns that said proposed
amendments have been introduced into the assem-
bly and ordered to a third reading. In view of the
foregoing your commit,tee would recommend
that the represent.atives of this city ...
in senate and assembly be requested to .
have action on said proposed amendment deferred

enable Rochf ster sl1ippers, a~ well as ttle .Railroad
Oompany, to use the depot grounds bounded by the
abandonf'd Geneseee VaHey Canal, West avenue and
Trowbridge street.

By your direction. the City Survevor fixed the grade
of Troup "treet crossing.

The elevation thus fixed by the City Surveyor made
a very stet--p grade from Atkinson street to Troup
street, and also required a larile exoenoiture of
money, to raise the surface of the depot grounds
above referred to.

Ooio Basin may under the supervision and control of

In the opinion of tUis Board, no plan can be adopt-
ed, wilieh Will rpnder it safe t.omaintain a navigable
canal over that part of said sewer, unlfSs it involves
the.re:!onstruCtion of tb.e same on a pLan specifically
deSIgned for thali purpose. Tnis opinion is baseet up()n
tbe fact that the arcu of the present sewer is con-
structed of rougohrubble work and the bench walls are
not of sU~hdimensions as Would have been designed
for a sewet· to resist the action and prpssure of a ca-
nat filled with water on the 'outslde of it.

In August last-Elizab~th Holcumb broug-ht an ac~
tion against the city of Rochester to reCOVeL'$lO,OL,O
damages for alleged injuries sustained by bel' by rea-
~on of a fall on BI'isbane street. This cause is at
issue but has not yet been tried.

25. The action of Luther G. Sheldon against the city
was brought in the Monroe County Courr, in Septem·
bel' last to recover $1,000damages. The complaint al-
leges that the injuries cOlllplainert of were caused by a
ditch or trench in the roadway of Lake avenue in the
vicinity of Champion street on the night of Septem-
ber 6, 188J, The ditch in question was made by. Wil-
liam lVlcCorluick for the purpose of constructIng a
lateral sewer. 1\'11'. McCormick has been notified to
defend. The cause is at issue and will probably be
tried at the MarCil tf'rm of the court.

~6. An action against the City was brought in the
County Court December 21st, 1882, bv Walker s, Lee,
by tbe service of a summons. Tne City Attorney ap·
peared and demanded a copy of the complaint, but no
complaint was served. It is understood that the con-
tracLOr. who was the cause of an injury suffered by
the plaintlff has ~ettled tbe claIm.

27. On the :::2dday of January, 1883, Amelia Groves
brought an action against the City of Rochester to re·
cover $25.UOudamages. The cOlnplaint alleges that
tbe plalntiff while passing along North St. Paul ~t!eet
fell into a ditch or trenCh in said street and sustamed
the injuries complained of. An answer has been put
in, the contractol' has been notified and the cause will
probably be tried at t~le June Circuit.

'rhe 'action broug-ht by Gregor Franl~ a~ainst the city
was tried by }Ir Fanning in ]882 and the jury rendered
a verdict for the plaintiff for $8JO A motion for a
new trial is now pending,

There are a number vi other cases wbich have been
under the direction of your committee of minor im-
portance, in all of whiCh tbe city has been successful
so far as they are disposed of. .

The proceedings for the opening and extenSIOn of
streets .have been taken recently and are too fami~iar
to need recapi.tulation. Large numbers of claIms
ha've oeen considered by your commIttee, their re-
ft-rence thereto being in the published proceeding of
.your honorable body. .

Since the term of vour law committee began, bem~ a
period of one year, but one action trIed in a court of
record has been decided adversely to the city, vlz., the
case of Julia Digninagainst the city, In which the recov·
ery was $5UOwhile the claim was $10,000. Special effort
has been made to collect taxes long in arrears, and a large
amount of money in such matters has been paid into the
city treasury, but no sale of property on foreclosure for
unpaid taxes has been made in any actIon brought by the
present city attorney. Your law committee deems it
proI>er'to present in thIS connection a statement in ref.
erence to the amount expended for searches, for record-
ing papers and for service of papers by the sheriff in ta:x
foreclosure matters. The total amount of bills rendered
by ex.County-clerk Frost and the sheriff for services in
connectiou with the tax foreclosures is $600.43. The city
attorney has received from the persons lia-
ble to pay these charges the sum of $335.10.
This amount has been duly paid by the
city attorney to the treasurer and has been credited to



the contingent fund. It may also be proper to say that
the above sum of $385.10was paid to the city attorney
through the year as cases were settled. in small amount.s.
It of course would make much extra work and trouble In
the treasurer's o:ffic~as well as in the city attorney's
office if t.he small amounts as pald in were to be paid
over day by day and an entry for each made and carried
forward on tbe treasurer's books. It was therefore
.thought advisable by your committ~e ~hat tJ:.1ecity attor-
ney should retain the amounts as paId In untIl the end of
the year and pay over to the treasurer the aggregate
amount leceived. This course was adopted and the pay-
ment above referred to of $335: 10 comprises. all tb:e
,moneys coming into t,he hands of CIty attorney smce hIS
term of office began, belonging to the city of Rochester.
No bill of County Clerk McNaughton has as yet been paid
by the city. There is yet $~65.83 uD:paid by ~he parties
,against whom foreclosures are pendmg or agamst whom
searches have been ordered. It has been thougbt ad-
visabJ.e to pursue a lenient course with 'those in ar
r~ars on t<lX~s:where inves~lgation showed ~ desire
but an inablli.ty to pay; whIle at the same time ex-
acting a reasonably prompt settlement from such as
could pay WIth 'proper effort.

The serious :illness of Alderman Ransom, continu-
ing through the year, bas deprived your law com-
mittee of the benefit of his companionship and labors.
Your Committee learns with sorrow that he IS as yet
not able to attend to acti"ve duties, and desires to
hereoy record th(i hi~h esteem in which he is held
and to express the earneSli wish that he may soon be
reslOl'ed to his forme:rvigor and health ..

creased rates, amounting in the aggregate to $7,333
fOJ the nine months ending April 1st. 1883.

During the curr('nt year the number of gas lamps has
been increased 223by the erection of new lamps, and
changing oil lamps to gas, necessitating a considera-
ble increase in the cost of lighting the city.

In the above scheduLe of expenditures. all bills
audited this evening and ordered paid. are in('luded,
and your committee know of no other claims out-
standing against the lamp fund. except the amount

dred dollars.

As recommended by your committee the city, on en-
tering into contract with the several gas companies
for lighting the city during the current year, reserved
the right to locate electric light and discontinue as
many gas lights as migbt be deemed expedient.

After a thOlOUgh examination and c-areful consid-
eration of the subject. your committee reported to
your honorable board the result of their investiga-
tions, and recommended the SUbstitution of electric
for gas ligbts in certain territory. the recommenda-
tion of the committee was appreved by the Common
Council. and the changoe haR been complete-d under
the dIrection of this committee. Although the change
has Increased the expense to some extent, your com-
Inittee are of the opinion that thp, gain in quality
and efficiency more than compensates for the addI-
tional COE't.

In conclusion your committee, in view of the fact
tbat 'i'he lig-bts now in use bave given general satis-
)action and numerou~ applications are being made for
the extension of the elecLric ligbt system. would rec-
ommend that electric lights be substituted in the bus-
iness streets and main aVE'nues as Roon a~ may be
dpemed judicious, at an expense not to exceed the
present rate.

Because of his many good
qualities of head and heart Alderman Ransom was a good
official and had the respect and confidence of his asso-
ciates and the public in a marked degree. Let us hop
that his health w1l1 be speedily 'restored and that his
family and society may enjoy h13 presence for many
years to come.

During the past year our city has enjoyed the usua.l
degree of good health and business prosperity-two
features of the social system most to be desired and CUl-
tivated-to accomt>lish which every act of local legisla-
tion consistent with prudence and true economy should
be directed. Manufactures, railrQads, business enter-
prises and whatever tends to increase the industrial
population of the city should be encouraged. The legis'
lative body of a rapidly growing city l1ke ours has a
perplexing duty when imp<Jsingtaxes, general or local, to
know the good of the city and the majority of the people
are conserved. Everyeffort sbould be made to keep
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taxation to the lowest point permissable by good faith to
the city's creditors and the efficient working of the de-
partments.

The annual tax levy is supposed to be an index to the
fidelity of the common couucll, and by it the people fre.
quentlY pass judgment regardless of cause. The increase
of the tax levy of the fiscal year 1882 and 1883 was caused
principally by the payment, of deficit in the school
board, payment of George D. Lord claim, payment for
vaccination and other sums for which the common
counsel was not responsible. The committees of the
board havIng the disbursement of funds have been care-
ful and judicious in their expenditures. A large
proportion of assessments for improvements
this year is caused by the. opening of
the new street from MUl to Water street,
and the straightening and widenIng of St. Paul street.
these improvements are deemed necessary on account of
the elevation of the New York Central and Hudson RIver
railroad company's tracks and are practically the city's
contribution to that important work.

And now the time has come for our official separation,
I am sure the retiring members will go back to their con·
stituents conscious of having :done thetr duty honestly
and well Those who remain to do the city's wark·for an·
other year w1ll persevere to the end in the faithful per·
formance of tneir duties. In vacating the chair permit
me to exoress the hope that the friend·ly intercourse
we have enjoyed will be continuous, and that all w1l1meet
with a full measure of success in their various cantngs in
Ufe.

The city clerk, city attorney. messenger and press re-
porters have extended to me so many cour'tesies that a
sense of duty impels an acknowJedgement of the same.
